DAU Course Funding Cuts: How we’ll make ends meet

Defense Acquisition University's (DAU) FY02 budget was reduced by Congress and through PBD action.  The Air Force's share of the cut was about a $2M reduction from last year's funding allocation.   

 

We are continuing to fund training required for certification; however continuous learning and career broadening funding has been reduced.  SAF/AQXD (AFATO) is working with DAU to reduce the number of traveling students by about one-third for the remainder of FY02.  Funding is required to pay TDY costs only--DAU training itself is provided at no cost to the Air Force.  Here’s what we’re doing to stretch the dollars:

· We’ve transferred most TDY-to-school students from the 14-week Advanced Program Managers Course (PMT 302) in April to the shorter Program Office Course (PMT  352).   PMT 352 course delivery begins this summer at DAU-Ft Belvoir and Huntsville campuses.  Other locations, including the DAU-Wright-Patterson campus, phase in over the next year.  

· We’ve had to cancel resident (in schoolhouse) quotas but we’ve increased the number of "onsite” courses taught at AF bases with a large concentration of students.  This eliminated the requirement for at least 400 students to travel. 

· We retained the opportunity for organizations to "unit-fund" DAU training in support of continuous learning or career broadening, instead of cutting these quotas

We are ensuring our priority students are obtaining the funding and courses necessary for certification.  For example, we’ve been able to reinstate funding for CON 234 to support of current enlisted deployment requirements.
