FUNDAMENTALS COURSE FOR NEW ACCESSIONS AND CROSS FLOWS IN PLACE

Starting April 2002 the 345th Training Squadron at Lackland AFB will begin teaching the new Acquisition Fundamentals Course (AFC).  This course is the AF’s initial skills course for the acquisition career field.  Mandatory for 6.1, 6.2 and 6.3 officer accessions and cross flows assigned to acquisition-coded billets, the course is also available for civilians on a stand-by basis.  The new course structure now requires students to have three to six months on-the-job experience and, during that time, take DAU’s on-line introductory acquisition course, ACQ 101.  In the past, students typically came straight from their commissioning source to the AFC and the course was equivalent to ACQ 101.  However, to better meet the workforce needs and make the course more meaningful to the students, its structure was refined to better focus on AF implementation of acquisition.  AFC complements but is no longer equivalent to ACQ 101.

Supervisors for new accessions and cross-flows should keep in mind that this training is mandatory and every effort should be made to ensure the pre-requisite training (DAU’s ACQ 101) is completed and the individual is released once they are scheduled to attend AFC.   AFPC is responsible for scheduling officer new accessions and cross flows.
