Program Management Tools Course Equivalency Exam Now Available

The Program Management Tools Course (PMT 250) course provides application skills needed in a program office or as an Integrated Product Team (IPT) leader. Designed to enhance journeymen-level skills, it is required, along with Intermediate Systems Acquisition Management (ACQ 201), for Level II certification in Program Management (PM).  PMT 250 is a prerequisite for the new Level III Program Management Certification Course, PMT 352. 

The PMT 250 Equivalency Exam is a 70-question exam that assesses knowledge of the course learning objectives. The 70 questions are spread proportionately among the learning objectives in the course modules. Examinees must correctly answer 70% of the questions in each of the seven module areas to meet equivalency standards. Personnel interested in taking the equivalency exam may view the course learning objectives and module summaries online (see Related Links). 

The exam is administered quarterly at DAU campuses at the following locations: Fort Belvoir, Va., Huntsville, Ala., Patuxent River, Md., San Diego, Calif., Wright-Patterson Air Force Base,  Ohio, Hanscom Air Force Base, Mass.  It is a closed-book exam, and takes 1½ hrs to administer.

The PMT 250 Equivalency Exam is scheduled for the following 2002 dates: 8 May, 22 May, 14 Aug, 28 Aug.
