Air Force Begins Move to Modern Civilian Personnel Data System: Update Process Changes

As the Air Force converts personnel data records from the legacy Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS) to the modern DCPDS beginning 15 Feb 02, automatic updates of acquisition corps eligibility and contracting officer and GS-1102 qualifications will no longer occur. Instead, qualified civilian personnel will have to request an update to your records. 

To update your records to reflect new qualifications, complete an OF-612 with appropriate supporting documentation and submit it to your CPF. Your CPF will then verify the request and forward it to the appropriate office to update your personnel data record. 

For contracting personnel, this process includes initial entries and subsequent changes in Acquisition Professional Development Program (APDP) certification for Contracting Levels I, II, and III. Qualification criteria are described in the APDP Web Guide. Your APDP functional managers/OPRs and CPFs may assist in interpreting the qualifications criteria for these data fields.
