NEW AIR STAFF DIRECTORATE FORMS


WASHINGTON, D.C. -- The Air Force announced a new directorate under the Deputy Chief of Staff for Installations and Logistics Feb. 20. 

This new office consolidates Air Force logistics transformation initiatives with information system integration under a single director. 

Mr. Grover Dunn, former Deputy Director of maintenance, will lead the new organization. 

The newly formed Air Force directorate was a result of the Air Force Logistics Transformation Red Team's recommendation to combine all logistics transformation efforts, initially the Depot Maintenance Reengineering and Transformation (DMRT), Spares Campaign and information technology integration efforts. 

This change represents the combining of logistics and enabling technology transformation/reengineering efforts into a single directorate to facilitate a more coordinated and integrated path toward Air Force transformation. 

The Directorate of Innovation and Transformation (AF/ILI) will have two divisions. 

The Innovation and Transformation Division plans and develops Air Force installations and logistics transformation concepts for implementation and execution. It also integrates maintenance, financial management, information technology, advanced planning, spares command and control, purchasing and supply chain management initiatives for improved war-fighter parts supportability and reduced ownership costs. 

The second division, the Information Technology Division, provides management and oversight of installations and logistics information systems. It leads the Air Force effort to fully integrate and exploit service and joint enterprise information systems. The Information Technology Division is the focal point for forecasting, programming and executing resources for installations and logistics information systems.
