The Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Acquisition is seeking nominations for the John J. Welch, Jr., Award For Excellence in Acquisition Management. Nomination packages are due no later than close of business, February 28, 2002.
This highly prestigious team award is named for Mr. John J. Welch, Jr., assistant secretary of the Air Force for acquisition from October 1987 to April 1992. It recognizes Air Force military and/or civilian personnel at the program directorate level and below for demonstrating superior acquisition management through team effort during the 2001 calendar year.

Examples of selection criteria achievements are:

· Significantly increasing present or future operational effectiveness of a weapon system

· Developing improved or new management practices

· Reducing acquisition time or cost

· Improving weapon system support and readiness for the Air Force.

Each MAJCOM, FOA, and DRU may submit one nomination package for the award.  HQ AFMC may submit two packages.  Air Force Program Executive Offices (AFPEO) may participate through their assigned MAJCOM.  Each nomination package must include:

· Cover letter signed by the commander or the equivalent

· AF form 1206 (Jul 2000 version with reverse side), with specific accomplishments justifying the award.  Use bullet or point paper format, not running narrative

· Suggested citation typed on plain bond paper summarizing the accomplishments

· Name, rank, SSN, assigned organization, and complete mailing addresses/phone numbers of servicing MPF and/or CPO for each team member.

If a team is selected, team leader(s) biographies will be required.
