ACQ Now -- New web-based system streamlines student registration for Defense Acquisition University courses

Question – If you can take a Defense Acquisition University (DAU) training course over the Internet, why can’t you apply for that course over the web as well? Answer – There’s no reason you shouldn’t be able to, and now you can for all DAU courses. 

The Air Force Acquisition Training Office (AFATO) at Randolph AFB TX has overseen the development of a new system -- ACQ Now -- that not only allows on-line registration, but also dramatically transforms the entire process.  The system came on-line October 10, 2001 and can be accessed via the AFATO website at http://www.safaq.hq.af.mil/acq_workf/training.

Our goal is to bring you and your supervisor closer to the training source, DAU, and to give you more access to information on training opportunities and the status of your application. In the past a single training event was burdened with multiple review levels and at least five different manual inputs from registration to graduation.  With ACQ Now we’ve reduced the cycle to the most basic steps—with your supervisor’s approval you can submit a DAU training request over the Internet that will then be reviewed by the approval authority. 

To help you submit your application, you have the ability to read DAU course descriptions, view the class schedule, and see which ones have vacancies.  ACQ Now will eventually incorporate a financial module which will collect data you need to prepare travel orders (DD Form 1610) if you’re eligible for DAU funding.
