LOGIC FOR BUCKETIZING THE ACQ WORKFORCE


1. If a member is coded within one of these categories (no matter what organization they work for), then that member is designated by their acquisition code:

· Test

· ComComp

· Manuf

· Contracting - which is further defined as either systems or operations

· Finance - which is further defined as either systems or operations


If a member is coded and is part of an Acquisition Organization, they will be placed in the bucket for which they are coded.



2. If a member is not coded, but is working within an acquisition organization, the member’s career field will be tied to their occupational series/DAFSC:
