SUBJECT: David Packard Excellence in Acquisition Award

The Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Acquisition (SAF/AQ) 1s seeking
nominations for the David Packard Excellence in Acquisition Award for the time period of 1
January - 31 December 2002. Nominations are due to SAF/AQXD by COB 10 Jan 2003.

The David Packard Excellence in Acquisition Award was established to recognize DoD
civilian and/or military organizations, groups, or teams, who have made highly significant
contributions which demonstrated exemplary innovation and best acquisition practices. These are
multiple awards reflecting achievements that exemplify goals and objectives established for
furthering life cycle cost reduction and/or acquisition excellence in the Department of Defense.
Nominees should have exhibited superior accomplishments significantly contributing to defense
acquisition reform initiatives and acquisition programes.

Each nomination will include the following information:

a. Name of organization (group title, office title, activity, duty locations) and point of
contact.

b. Name(s) and position titles of individual(s) contributing to the team.

c. A summary describing the accomplishment(s), normally not to exceed two pages, but
may be accompanied by supporting information, i.e. charts, statistical data, etc.

d. Appropriate award category.

e. Separately, please provide a one-page executive summary in bullet format.

Nominations must specify an award category appropriate for the achievement. Award
categories include: Program Management; Communications Computer Systems; Contracting
(includes Construction); Purchasing; Industrial Property Management; System Planning
Research, Development and Engineering; Test and Evaluation; Manufacturing; Production and
Quality Assurance; Acquisition Logistics; Business, Cost Estimating, and Financial
Management; and Auditing. Your submissions are not limited to one nomination per category.

Each MAJ COM, FOA and DRU should combine all nominations into a single
