The Distributed Mission Training Integrated Product Team

The Distributed Mission Training (DMT) Integrated Product Team (IPT) distinguished themselves in the performance of outstanding service to the United States while assigned to the Aeronautical Systems Center, Training Systems Product Group, Revolutionizing Training Division, Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, Ohio, from 1 January 1999 through 31 December 1999.  The team’s unprecedented success in implementing innovative acquisition practices and providing revolutionary training capability facilitated the pioneering of several key acquisition approaches.  They acquired “simulation services” instead of hardware enable training with new high fidelity aircraft simulators netting a combined savings of 315 million dollars over original government cost estimates on the AWACS and F-16 Mission Training Center contract awards.
