The Passive Attack Weapon Quick Reaction Capability Team

The Passive Attack Weapon Quick Reaction Capability Team distinguished itself by outstanding achievement from 10 September 2002 to 31 December 2002.  During this period, the team planned and executed a rapid acquisition program to meet immediate warfighter requirements in support of the war on terrorism.  In just 98 days, the team delivered 58 unique new weapons including all logistics support elements and a tool to predict the collateral effects of employing the weapon against a classified target set, integrated the weapon on the F-16 aircraft, and completed operational testing.  The team’s achievements are a benchmark in executing the Air Force Acquisition Executive’s transformational acquisition policies to reduce acquisition cycle time and restore credibility within and outside the acquisition community, and reflect the acquisition excellence through teamwork inspired by John J. Welch, Jr.  The distinctive accomplishments of the Passive Attack Weapon Quick Reaction Capability Team reflect the highest credit on itself, the acquisition community, and the United States Air Force.
