DAU Organization

DAU is the Defense Acquisition University. DAU is responsible for consolidating and integrating education and training for the defense acquisition workforce. DAU schools provide more than 90 acquisition courses to entry, intermediate and senior level civilian and military personnel to help them attain certification in one or more of the defense acquisition career fields.

A. DAU Regional Campuses

The DAU network is divided into 5 regional campuses. The regional campuses were formed in an effort to take the university to where the students are located. The regions and campus locations are as follows:

DAU Capitol and Northeast Region – Ft Belvoir, Virginia (HQ DAU also located here)

DAU Mid-Atlantic Region – Patuxent River, Maryland

DAU Southern Region – Huntsville, Alabama

DAU Mid-West Region – Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio

DAU Western Region – San Diego, California

B. Regional Training Sites

Many of the regions also utilize additional training sites as regional centers for resident training. Additional resident locations for training include Boston, MA; Ft Lee, VA; Los Angeles, CA; Norfolk, VA; Pt Hueneme, CA; and Rock Island, IL. Each training site has a minimum of one DAU instructor and one DAU dedicated classroom with state-of-the-art instructional technology.

C. Reporting Instructions, Billeting and Class Information

All students with a confirmed reservation for a resident DAU class should receive a welcome email from the STARS system at Headquarters DAU. These email messages inform the student of the start date and time of their class, reporting instructions and billeting information. Contact numbers and/or email addresses are also provided should the student have questions. It is critical that the student have his correct email address listed in his ACQ Now student profile or this information may not reach him.
