Funding Student Travel for FY 2004 DAU Classes

Air Force’s budget to fund travelers for FY04 DAU classes will be at funding levels similar to FY03. The fact that we ran out of travel funds late in the 3rd quarter of FY03 drives us to devise a new travel funding plan for FY04.  

Effective with FY04 classes, centrally funded travel to DAU courses is available for:

a. Priority 1 - Students that require a course to meet the certification requirements for the position the student currently encumbers.

b. All priority 1, 2 and 3 students approved to attend PMT 352B or CON 234

c. All students regardless of priority approved to attend ACQ 401, ACQ 402, ACQ 403, ACQ 404, ACQ 405, and PMT 401

d. Priority 2 - Students that desire training to become eligible for the next higher level of certification in the career field of their currently assigned position and students attending Assignment Specific courses (now categorized as Priority 2; previously was considered as Priority 1). 

We anticipate that travel funds for Priority 2 students will be exhausted approximately midway through FY04 after which travel costs must be provided by the student’s unit.  Priority 3 (students desiring training outside their functional area) and Priority 4 (students in non-acquisition coded positions) students may still attend DAU courses however we regret that we will be unable to provide travel funding for these students during FY04.
