SAF/AQXD (AFATO) Funding Policy for FY 2004 DAU Courses
1. In general, SAF/AQXD (AFATO) will provide the following students with travel funds to attend a DAU course throughout FY 2004:


a. Priority 1 students - Students currently assigned to an acquisition coded position as identified in the Military or Civilian personnel data systems (MILPDS/DCPDS) who require a course for certification at the level of the position assigned and who do not currently meet the mandatory requirement for that assigned position.



b. All students except for Priority 4 (non-acquisition coded students) approved to attend PMT 352B or CON 234. 

c. All students regardless of priority who are approved to attend ACQ 4XX or PMT 4XX.
2. The following students will receive travel funds in FY 2004 until budget obligations reach a pre-determined level after which travel funding for the remainder of the fiscal year must be unit funded.  Most likely this funding change will occur midway through the fiscal year.

a. Priority 2 students - Students currently assigned to an acquisition coded position as identified in the Military or Civilian personnel data systems (MILPDS/DCPDS) and who require training to become eligible for the next higher level of certification in the career field of their currently assigned position.  Also includes students requesting training that is determined to be Assignment Specific for their currently assigned acquisition coded position. (Assignment Specific training is now categorized as Priority 2; previously it was considered as Priority 1).
3. The following students will not receive travel funds from this office  for FY 2004.  Travel must be unit funded:

a. Priority 3 students - Students in an acquisition coded position who desire training in a functional area other than the one currently assigned.


b. Priority 4 students - Students not currently assigned to an acquisition coded position as identified in the Military or Civilian personnel data systems (MILPDS/DCPDS)

PLEASE NOTE: Assignment of a particular training priority DOES NOT guarantee travel funding for that quota. Students will be expected to attend courses at the most cost effective location (CEL). Exceptions to the CEL will be processed on a case by case basis for extenuating circumstances only.
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
