Location: The second meeting of the Scientist and Engineer Policy Council (SEPC) will be held Tuesday, 22 April 2003, from 1230-1700, in the 16th floor AQX Conference Room at 1500 Wilson Blvd., Arlington (Rosslyn), VA.  

DIRECTIONS:  

FROM THE PENTAGON: exit the Pentagon at Corridor 2, and proceed to bus shelter “A” (the bus shelter furthest from Corridor 2).  Take bus 21 A, 21 B, or 21 C and disembark at the second stop, at the corner of Oak Street and Wilson Blvd.  Cross Wilson at Oak Street, and walk north, up the hill.  The first office building on your left is 1500 Wilson.  NOTE: from 1100-1300 daily, there is only one bus that operates on this route.  Departure times from the Pentagon are scheduled at 1200, 1220, and 1230.  Buses returning to the Pentagon after the meeting are scheduled to depart the corner of Oak Street and Wilson Blvd. every 10 minutes from              1705 to 1755.  

METRO: Take the Blue or Orange METRO line to the Rosslyn stop.  After exiting the turnstile at the top of the escalator, turn to the left and then to the right, going UP the steps to exit onto N. Moore Street.  At the top of the steps turn left and walk to Wilson Blvd., the first intersection.  Turn right and walk up the hill, approximately two blocks.  1500 Wilson Blvd. is the first building on the west side of the street after crossing Oak Street.

If anyone plans to drive to the meeting location, please phone the SEPC POC.  There is a parking facility in the basement of the building, accessible from Clarendon Blvd.

DRESS: Military: Uniform of the Day; Civilian: Business Dress  

BUILDING ACCESS: Security at 1500 Wilson Blvd. is provided by contract security services.  Attendees who do not possess credentials from an organization in the National Capital Region will, at a minimum, have to show their government identification to get past the security desk just inside the front doors.  Depending on what procedures are in place the day of our meeting (the procedures vary), you may have to sign in and leave a photo ID at the security desk, and be escorted to the 16th Floor.  We’ve given the security guards a list of names of any out of town attendees.  We hope this list will enable smooth access the day of the meeting for all members.  However, access rules sometimes change based on threat conditions on any given day, so we ask you to be flexible.
