Purpose: Support Talon II MRT

Site Survey: Formal site survey could not be accomplished due to length of deployment, however the following helpful information was obtained: AMC permanent party – Lt Col Morales (DSN) 449-5214 and TSgt Velez (DSN) 449-5328. TSgt Velez was primary point of contact, providing office space and is the liaison between Air Force and both the U.S. Embassy and Honduran Government representatives.

There were no problems encountered due to the fact that no purchasing actions were taken by myself. TSgt Velez expressed 100% support for any requirement that might arise. This support also included interpreting, providing local information, and liaison with the U.S. Embassy and Honduran representatives. Having an interpreter is necessary if the CCO can’t speak Spanish.

Local transportation, billeting, and communication resources are readily available. Tegucigalpa is the capitol of Honduras and is a large, developed city. The AMC office is located on the Honduran Air Base side of the civilian airport making aircraft services readily available. 
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No known Agreements in place due to time constraints.

Facilities, equipment, and support were adequate for the mission.

A passport is required. Traveling between the base and the hotel can be done in uniform. Business conducted off base should be done in civilian attire. Male or Female CCO is appropriate.
