BRIGHT STAR 99/00 STATISTICS

- Largest exercise in world.

  -- Over 70,000 troops participated on Egyptian soil (most ever).

- 11 Nations participated (most ever): Egypt, US, UK, France, Italy, Jordan, Greece, Germany, Netherlands, Kuwait and United Arab Emirates.

  -- 22 Nations observed the exercise (most ever).

- 8 Nations participated in flying activities (most ever): Egypt, US, UK, France, Italy, Jordan, Greece, and Kuwait.

- Over 470 BRIGHT STAR COALITION (BSC) aircraft participated.

- There were approximately 130 US aircraft which included: CVW-1 (F-14, F-18, EA-6B, S-3, E2-C), B-1B, AWACS, KC-135R, KC-130, F/A-18, AV-8B, CH-46, AH-1, UH-60, P-3, SH-60, CH-53, UH-1 and MH-60.

- Total number of BSC sorties flown (actual aircraft): 5,671.

- Maximum population of tent city at CWAB was over 1,800 personnel from USAF, USMC, USA and USN.

- Redeployment phase was fastest in BRIGHT STAR history.

- 16 Academic Courses taught to over 300 participants; instructors from 8 different units, 3 different nations.

- CENTAF’s operating budget: approximately $6M.

- Largest dedicated US-EAF air refueling affiliation.

IRON COBRA 00

- Personnel deployed to CWAB during 20 – 30 Sep 99 timeframe also supported IRON COBRA (IC) 00, an airlift exercise involving 4 C-141s.

  -- 75 sorties flown during IC 00

  -- 285 paratrooper air-dropped.

  -- 54 vehicles, 425 soldiers and 380K pounds of cargo were transported via airlift.
