a. Host Nation Support: A host nation agreement was established by SOCCENT specifically for this deployment. It allows the U. S. Government to purchase supplies and services from the Jordanian Armed Forces for use on the local military bases.

b. U.S. Embassy: The Embassy Military Assistance Program (MAP) was the liaison between the Royal Jordanian Military and the Early Victor 99-1 deployed force.  The Embassy agreed to handle all funding documents (MIPR’s) for direct payment and for host nation military contracts. c. Problems Encountered with Contracting Process: Due to the force protection issues, all personnel were required to travel in groups of two or more, no drivers were required.  All personnel were restricted to the certain identified travel route provided by the deployed OSI agents. Payment can be made by IMPAC however there may be a 4 percent user charge.  Not all vendors charged the user charge and it is negotiable.  Some knowledge of the Arabic language is recommended but should not be a disqualification for deploying CCOs.  

d. Local Transportation, Billeting, and Communications Resource Availability: 

Transportation was provided by contract with local vendors. There are adequate 

Vendors located in Amman to support all vehicle requirements for the entire country. Billeting was provided through the host nation military agreement and there were no associated force protection issues. The vehicle vendor provided cellular phones for each vehicle that had the potential to go off base. Avis only charged for activation fees and airtime. 

e. Adequacy of Facilities: The facilities and services provided by the Host Nation at Marka Air Base were outstanding.  The support of this Host Nation made for a successful contingency.  There was no US Military Installation. 

f. Deployed Commander Support: The Deployed Commander was LTC Hoffman,

He is the 9th SOS Commander at home station.  His support of the contracting and logistic process was outstanding.

g. Specific Problems Anticipated at Location: You must have a passport to get into the country when traveling commercial airlines, if by Military Airlift no passport is required. The Contracting and Logistics personnel should bring civilian clothing and one uniform. You may bring casual wear but should not be used for conducting business.  It is appropriate to wear collared shirts, long pants and boots or dress shoes versus sneakers. 

h. Special Requirements: It was a necessity for the CCO to have a paying agent and

a credit card.  Payment methods are either by credit card or by direct billing. Credit card is the preferred method for all payments with the local vendors. Direct bill is the only method that can be used with the host nation military. Male or Female CCO is appropriate. 

4. The contingency contracting officer acted as Transportation Officer at the deployed location.  This involved maintaining a current listing of vehicles, issuing and coordinating repairs.  Overall this trip went smoothly.  Contract closeout consisted of briefing the deployed commander, paying for airport services, finalizing and paying all bills.  All items were paid for by cash, credit card and purchase orders for Host Nation support.  Home station reporting will be accomplished by summary reporting the BPA calls and SF 44 transactions.
