· The new FY04 report will be named CARS -- Contract Action Reports This is the new name for DD350 

· The AOPC will have to do CAR/DD350 reports for card actions from $2500-$25000

· Unless it is a contract payment 

· Card Manager will have to access FPDS-NG to input the CARS

· CARs will contain the same data elements/fields as were in the DD350

· There will be a CAR for each action from $2500-$25000  

· SAF/AQC is researching the impact and working possible solutions (e.g. warrants for AOPCs)

· Please contact AFCIS promptly if you think you have a hardware/software problem.  Be Proactive to ensure deployments happen on time.  

· Recommend more sites participate on Wednesday’s Functional Roundtable 8:30am (ET) on AFCIS meeting line 

· Comments on Air Force PD2 Business Procedures needed; sent comments to Lynna Hood at AFCIS

· 20 sites have upgraded AF-wide 

· Deployment Issues 

· Issue: Sybase 12.0 CD is not being left by the AMS deployment team; does not have the correct Microsoft patch.  

· Resolution: JPMO agreed to make sure deployment team will leave same CD used for upgrade.
· Issue: Miscommunication of site specific security requirements to permit base access to AMS Deployment Team members
· Resolution: Ensure that AMS knows what they will need to get on site (e.g. letter) and include this information in the JPMO package. Package completion is scheduled for 6-8 weeks (CONUS) / 10-20 weeks (OCONUS) and listed on the v4.2 Instrument Panel
· Issue: DBCC errors that require site to use Sybase 12.06 

· Resolution: AFCIS,JPMO, and AMS is researching to determine the exact cause of this issue.  Sites which experience this issue will have a Sybase 12.06 EBF (Emergency Bug Fix) applied to resolve the issue, all others will be on Sybase 12.04
· Issue: SPSI error “R-B55, Ship to Address DODAAC or Vendor Cage Code Not Found in Database” for PRs using a Ship to address with multiple addresses
· Resolution: This is a known issue and AFCIS is trying to correct for 4.2 Inc 2.  There are 2 workaround:  1. Create only one Ship to Address for SRAN. 2. Remove the SRAN from all Ship to Addresses except the one you are trying to process for the PR, then run interface 
· 1 SRAN and multiple ship to’s 

· Does this effect WAWF? Yes 

· Issue: Confusion between all parties about what needs to be accomplished during upgrade
· Resolution: AF, JPMO, and AMS agreed and finalized AF deployment checklist 
· Issue: Hill needs to upgrade the test Clause installed/Clause logic
· Resolution: AFCIS will send two laptops with 4.2.1 now for testing until March upgrade.  After upgrade, AFCIS will have provided Hill with additional two laptops with 4.1e. 
· FPDS Engine needs to be installed – yes but to not need the catalog 

· Reminder: Do not change functional Sys Admin password without their knowledge – effects interfaces

· Emergency Bug Fix: Integrity shuts down when creating a DD350 report for a document whose conformed contract contains more than one FSC code
· PD² v4.2.1 sites only 
· No workaround
· Requirements for v5.1 Maintenance Release 
· Is scheduled to be forwarded to AFCIS-Gunter for operational testing by 24 Feb 04
· Significant Changes:

· Permits More Than One DD350 Report per Action

· FRB Approved DD350 Report Changes 

· 2004-0001, 2004-0002, & 2004-0004

· Easy Integrity Account(s) Password Changes

· Permits DD1057 Monthly Report to Display both PD² v4.1e and v4.2.1 Actions in a Single Consolidated Report
· 2004-0003: DD350 Export Functionality Enhancement
