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1. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

This purpose of this contract is to provide protective coating and sign shop services that will include both large and small job orders. Some smaller job orders may require the return to a job site several times to complete. The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision, and other items and services to perform interior and exterior painting and protective coating services as defined in this statement of work (SOW), except as specified in Section 3, Government Fur​nished Property and Services, at Davis-Monthan Air Force Base, Arizona.  Projected workloads and quantities for these services is provided in Appendix 1, Workload Estimates.  The contractor shall per​form to the standards described in this contract.

1.2.2. Applying protective coatings to exterior of facilities, including attachments, e.g., fences, piping, etc., and detached storage buildings.

1.2.2.1.Applying protective coatings to trim, fascia and railings.(as described at Appendix 3)

1.2.3. Painting water hydrants and swimming pools (regular and children’s).

1.2.4. Surface Preparation of external fuel storage tanks up to 2500 gallon capacity.

Fabricating/installing raised molded plastic letters/numbers (Pictured at Appendix 3).  Standard size 14”, nonstandard others are 6” to 24”.  Gemini brand or equal. Contractor shall remove any old letters as necessary as part of the job.

1.4.5. Hand painting signs.

1.4.6.  Maintain / issue / control protocol signs and stanchions.  Contractor shall maintain and control stanchions and attach protocol signs as specified in individual job orders. Contractor shall keep the stanchions clean and maintain/inventory the protocol signs.

Performance Objective—Contingency Labor Hours
1.5.1.   Contingency labor hours. To be used when some type of government intervention prevents the contractor from accomplishing a job order; i.e., contractor is pulled off of a job for government convenience or is not allowed access to a location he has been sent to.

Work Scheduling and Management

Receive work requests, prioritize work requirements, arrange work schedule, coordinate with affected agencies, procure necessary materials, inspect completed work.

1.6.1. Job orders will be issued as calls by the QA on a “Tally Work Sheet.” Each work sheet will contain the CLINs and the totals of each. The QA and project manager will agree on the totals before starting on the job. Approximately 90% of all calls will be under $1000.00.

1.7.
 Unspecified Miscellaneous Work  

Miscellaneous work that has not been included in this Statement of Work, as directed by the contracting officer (CO).  All unspecified miscellaneous work exceeding $2,500.00 shall be negotiated separately and must be approved by the CO prior to start of work.  Unspecified miscellaneous work less than $2,500.00 may be paid either through use of Government Purchase Card procedures, subject to CO approval, or by negotiation as described above.  When using the Government Purchase Card, pricing shall be agreed upon prior to start of work.

1.8.
Priorities

1.8.1.
Work under this contract is characterized as Scheduled Work (SW) or Direct Scheduled Work (DSW).  Scheduled work is that which results from the paint plan or other foreseeable requirement.  The quality advisor (QA) and the contractor will agree on a completion time for scheduled work based on best commercial practices for such work.  Direct scheduled work will be in response to prioritized work orders issued by the QA. 

1.8.2.  The following priorities and timelines shall apply to work orders under this contract:

NOTE:  The contractor shall respond to requests for graffiti abatement within 2 hours, during official hours of operation (listed at 4.6.1.), as part of the basic bid, at the bid schedule price for the particular surface involved.

1.8.3.
The contractor may be required to respond to short-notice, after-duty-hours or week-end taskings.  These taskings cannot be described in advance; therefore, prices will be negotiated and paid in accordance with paragraph 1.7, “Unspecified Miscellaneous Work.”  Taskings may include, but are not limited to, striping a parking lot or painting an office area that is not available during duty hours.  Every effort will be made to perform the requirements of this contract during normal work hours.

1.9.
Annual Paint Plan
The Government will provide an annual paint plan no later than 1 August of each contract year and will provide an initial paint plan at the pre-performance conference.  The paint plan pertains primarily to exterior work.  The Government reserves the right to prioritize the buildings in this plan.  Contractor will schedule this work and provide a copy to the QA.

Work Not Included

The following work is not included in this contract (Note: this list is not all-inclusive):

1.10.1.  Painting military family housing units.

1.10.2.  Painting water towers.

1.10.3.  Painting fuel tanks over 2500 gallons.

1.10.5.  Complete striping/marking of airfield runways/taxiways/parking ramps.

SERVICE DELIVERY SUMMARY (SDS)

The contractor’s achievement of performance objectives described in this SOW shall conform to the performance thresholds and standards contained in the following publications: the 1995 edi​tion of Painting and Decorating Craftsman's Manual and Textbook, published by the Painting and Decorating Contractors of America; AFI 32-1042, Standards for Airfield Markings; the 1978 edition of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control; and AFPAM 32-1097, Sign Standards Pamphlet.

GENERAL INFORMATION

4.1
Contractor personnel

4.1.1.
Contract Manager.  The contractor shall provide a contract manager who shall be respon​sible for the performance of the work.  The contract manager shall have at least seven years of experience performing duties similar to those described in this Statement of Work, and have at least three years of supervisory experience.  The contractor shall maintain a complete and current resume of the contract manager.  The contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer (CO) in writing prior to contract start date of the names of the contract manager and designated alternate(s).

4.1.1.1.  The manager or alternate(s) shall have full authority to act for the contractor on all con​tract matters relating to daily operation of this contract and shall be the point of contact for Gov​ernment representatives.

4.1.1.2.  The contract manager or alternate shall be available during normal duty hours (described at 4.6) within 20 minutes to meet on the installation with Government personnel (designated by the CO) to discuss problem areas.  After normal duty hours, the manager or alternate shall be available on the installation within two hours.  The contract manager/alternate shall possess an operating paging system or cellular phone at all times and provide the current pager system/phone number to the CO.

4.1.1.3.  The contract manager and alternate(s) shall be able to read, write, speak, and understand the English language.

4.1.2.  Contractor Employees.  The contractor shall not employ persons for work on this contract if such employee is identified to the contractor by the CO as a potential threat to the health, safety, security, general well being or operational mission of the installation and its population.

4.1.2.1.  The contractor shall not employ any person who is an employee of the United States Government, if the employment of that person would create a conflict of interest.

4.1.2.2.  The contractor is cautioned that off-duty active military personnel hired under this contract may be subject to permanent change of station, change in duty hours or deployment.  Military Reservists and National Guard members may be subject to recall to active duty.  The abrupt absence of these personnel could adversely affect the contractor's ability to perform; however, their absence at any time shall not constitute an excuse for nonperformance under this contract.

4.1.4.  Security Requirements.  The contractor shall comply with base entry, controlled area entry, and restricted area entry requirements.

4.1.4.1.  For base entry purposes, the contractor shall obtain Government identification documents for all employees by apply​ing to the contracting office.  The contractor must provide full name, Social Security Account Number (SSAN), driver’s license number (including state), and hours of required access, for each employee.  Any employee who does not have a driver’s license must provide another official form of picture ID, such as INS work permit or an Arizona ID (available through the Arizona De​partment of Transportation).  Any employee desiring to bring a private vehicle on the base must provide proof of automobile registration and at least the mini​mum required liability in​surance, as well as a valid driver’s license.  Contractor ID cards will be available for pick up within seven working days after application is received. 

4.1.4.2.  The contractor shall ensure that all terminated employees clear all required base facilities.  The contractor is responsible for turning in ID cards of terminated employees.

4.1.4.3.  The contractor shall maintain a current listing of employees.  This list will include em​ployees’ names and social security numbers.  The list is to be provided to the CO and security forces at the contract start date.  Updated listings are to be provided upon change of employees.

4.1.4.4.  Strict security and personnel access control is maintained.  To gain entry into restricted areas, contractor personnel must be listed on an Entry Authorization List (EAL), have proper identification (two forms, one of which must have a photograph), be identified by Government escort personnel, and be physically escorted on site by authorized escort personnel. Every effort will be made to coordinate these requirements in advance; however, there may be delays of up to 30 minutes when escorts are required, this delay will be part of the job.  The following paragraphs provide specific access requirements:

4.1.4.4.1.  Five days prior to the initial commencement of work, the contractor must submit to the contracting officer a list containing the names and SSAN of all employees who will be engaged in restricted area work.  The contractor will also submit a list of vehicle descriptions and serial numbers for the vehicles brought into the restricted area.  The CO will then prepare an EAL for approval.  The EAL will be updated every thirty (30) days thereafter or until such time as the list has been altered by 25%, at which time an entirely new list must be submitted by the contractor to the CO.  After the initial list has been submitted, all changes must be submitted 48 hours in advance of the added person’s required access to the site.  The requested changes will be sub​mitted to the CO in writing.

4.1.4.4.2.  Contractor’s supervisor shall notify Central Security Control (CSC) in order that con​tractor personnel may be pre-announced to the owning agency.  Contractor personnel must meet the escort(s) at the restricted area security gate within the agreed upon time limits.  Arrival at a restricted area unannounced, or attempts by the contractor to contact restricted area personnel di​rectly, will cause security violations.

4.1.4.5.  For entry into controlled areas, the contractor shall contact the owner agency to arrange for an escort and to coordinate the work time.  The CO will provide a list of points of contact and phone numbers for controlled area access.  Attempts to enter controlled areas unannounced will cause security violations.

4.1.4.6.  To preclude security violations, contractor personnel shall avoid restricted and controlled areas unless work is to be accomplished and all necessary coordination and pre-announcements have been made. Normally these areas are outlined in red striping of 4” to 8”and may be in aircraft hangars as well as flight line areas.  The contractor is further cautioned, while on the airfield, to avoid the aircraft parking area, which is marked on the airfield by a red line, red ropes, and/or fences.

4.1.4.7.  Contractor personnel are subject to random personnel and vehicle searches.  If contractor personnel refuse to be searched, they will be denied entry to the base.  Denial of entry to personnel who refuse to be searched, or detention of personnel found to be in possession of contraband, may result in loss of base driving privileges, debarment from the base, or other ad​ministrative action.

4.1.5.  Employee Training.  The Government will provide security education training.  Each employee shall receive this training annually.  Training will be conducted during normally scheduled Air Force training sessions, and lasts approximately one half-hour. 

4.1.5.1.  The Government will provide airfield driver/radio operation training and certification, a one-time requirement for all personnel driving on the airfield.  Training will be conducted during normally scheduled Air Force training sessions and lasts approximately two hours.  This training involves a test, which must be successfully completed prior to driving on the airfield.

4.1.5.2.  Records of the above training shall be kept and made available to the Government, for all contractor personnel working on Davis-Monthan AFB.

4.2.
Vehicles
All vehicles used in the performance of this contract shall be properly registered and meet local, state, and federal safety and emissions requirements.  Each contractor vehicle shall have the name of the contractor and the words “Protective Coating Services” neatly exhibited on each side of the cab.  The sign must be at least 2" letters.  The vehicles shall be in satisfactory mechanical condition and present a neat and clean appearance at all times.  Any vehicle(s) not so maintained may be ordered removed from the base by and at the sole discretion of, the CO until satisfactory repairs are made.  The contractor shall operate vehicles to comply with base traffic regulations.  Vehicle-mounted communica​tion equipment shall conform to all applicable base and federal fre​quency regulations and avoid conflict with existing frequencies. 

4.3.
Quality control

4.3.1.
Quality Control Plan.  The contractor shall provide a Quality Control Plan to the CO for acceptance not later than five days prior to the pre-performance conference.  The Quality Control Plan shall include, but is not limited to:

4.3.1.1.  A description of the inspection system, to cover all performance objectives listed on the SDS.  The description should include specifics as to the areas to be inspected on both a scheduled and unscheduled basis, frequency of inspections, and the title and organizational placement of the inspector(s).

4.3.1.2.  A description of the methods to be used for identifying and preventing defects in the quality of service performed.  Attempts to decrease defects through proactive modifications to the contractor’s quality control plan and procedures will be considered in the Award Term evaluation process.

4.3.1.3.  A description of the records to be kept to document inspections and any corrective or preventive actions taken.

4.3.1.4.  A list of performance standards to adhere to for each of the performance objectives listed in Section 1.

4.3.1.5.  A description of the process to accomplish each of the performance objectives listed in Section 1.

4.3.2.
Records of inspections shall be kept and made available to the Government throughout the contract performance period and for the period after contract completion until final settle​ment of any claims under this contract.

4.4.
Government Quality Assurance

4.4.1.
The contractor is responsible for quality control of all work.

4.4.2.
The Government will evaluate the contractor’s adherence to the contractor’s quality con​trol plan.  

4.4.3.
Customer Satisfaction Reporting.  The Government will provide feedback surveys for the contractor to present to customers with each completed work order/task.  Customers will be ad​vised to report positive or nega​tive satisfaction with services to the QA via the feedback survey, telephone, e-mail or fax message.

4.4.4.
Contractor Surveillance.  The QA will use methods detailed in the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) to deter​mine the acceptability of contractor’s performance.  The con​tractor is reminded that the QASP is a living document, and may be modified throughout the life of the contract to ensure acceptable performance is maintained.  Unacceptable performance shall be re-performed at no additional cost.  The QA will notify the contractor if repeat performance is required. 

4.4.5.
Unacceptable performance exceeding the threshold set in the SDS will result in docu​mentation of unsatisfactory performance in the contract file.  Any such documentation will be used to substantiate future past performance reports, and will be considered in Award Term evaluations.

4.5.
Physical Security

The contractor shall be responsible for safeguarding all Government property provided for con​tractor use.  At the end of each work period, all Government facilities, equipment and materials shall be secured.

4.5.1.
Key Control.  The contractor shall establish and implement methods of ensuring keys issued to the contractor by the Government are not lost or misplaced and are not used by unau​thorized persons.  The contractor shall not duplicate any keys issued by the Government.

4.5.1.1.  The contractor shall immediately report to the QA or CO any occurrences of lost or du​plicated keys.

4.5.1.2.  In the event keys, other than master keys, are lost or duplicated, the contractor may be required, upon direction of the CO, to re-key or replace the affected lock or locks; without cost to the Government.  The Government may, however at its option replace the affected lock or locks or perform re-keying and deduct the cost of such from the monthly pay​ment due the contractor.  In the event a master key is lost or duplicated, all locks and keys for that system shall be replaced by the Government and the total cost deducted from the monthly payment due the contractor.

4.5.2.
The contractor shall prohibit the use of keys issued by the Government by any per​sons other than the contractor’s employees and the opening of locked areas by contractor employees to permit entrance of persons other than contractor employees engaged in per​formance of contract work requirements in those areas.

4.5.3.
The contractor shall control access to all Government provided lock combinations to pre​clude unauthorized entry

4.6.5.
Performance of Services During Crisis Declared by the National Command Authority.  Services to be performed under this contract have been determined to be essen​tial for performance during crisis and, according to Department of Defense Instruction (DODI) 3020.26 and Air Force implementation thereof, it is determined that the contractor will be required to per​form during crisis unless otherwise directed by an authorized Government representative. 

4.7.
Conservation Of Utilities

The contractor shall ensure employees practice utility conservation and be responsible for oper​ating under conditions that prevent the waste of utilities. 
4.8.
Records

4.8.1.  The contractor shall be responsible for creating, maintaining, and disposing of only those Government required records that are specifically cited in this SOW or required by the provisions of a mandatory directive listed in Appendix 2, “Applicable Publications and Forms.”  If requested by the Government, the contractor shall provide the original record, or a reproducible copy of any such record within 5 working days of receipt of the request.

4.8.2.  All documents, records, schedules, etc., described in this SOW that are the responsibil​ity of the contractor are property of the Government and shall remain so even upon the termination of this contract.  These items shall be current at all times.

4.9.
Coordination with Other Contractors and Government Employees

The Government may undertake or award other contracts for additional work.  The contractor shall fully cooperate with other contractors and Government employees and fit its own work to such other work as may be directed by the CO.  The contractor shall not com​mit or permit any act that will interfere with the performance of work by any other contractor or by any Govern​ment employee.

4.10.
Contractor Facilities

The facilities used or occupied by the contractor shall be kept clean and free from accumula​tion of trash and other material that may present a fire or safety hazard, cause unsightly appear​ance, or present an environmental hazard.  The contractor shall provide access to the assigned facilities for inspection upon request of the CO or base fire inspectors.

4.11.
Airfield Operations

All operations on the airfield are under direct control of the air traffic control tower.  Personnel will be in direct radio contact with the control tower or under radio escort while they are on the runway or within 100 feet of the runway edge.  Practicing radio discipline and obeying instruc​tions from the tower are extremely important for the safety of contractor personnel and aircrews.  These requirements will be strictly enforced.

4.11.1.  Contractor personnel shall not drive onto the airfield or operate radios until fully trained and authorized by Base Operations.  Training will be scheduled by the CO or designated techni​cal representative.

4.11.2.  Contractor personnel who violate operating procedures may be prohibited from entering the airfield area.

4.11.3.  Contractor personnel and equipment operating on the airfield shall be under the direct control of a contractor airfield driver whose responsibility is to continuously monitor the air traf​fic control tower’s radio or visual instructions and direct the contractor’s operations ac​cordingly.  The airfield driver shall be in an authorized, radio-equipped vehicle (car or truck) with an enclosed cab.  The airfield driver designated by the contractor shall be responsible for the opera​tions of all contractor personnel, vehicles, and equipment, and shall ensure that they respond immediately to all instructions or signals from the tower.

4.11.4.  Base Operations will provide detailed instructions and designated routes for movement of vehicles and equipment.  These shall be strictly followed.

4.11.5.  Each vehicle operated on the airfield shall be equipped with a radio capable of commu​nicating with the air traffic control tower.  Contrac​tor vehicles shall log in at Base Operations (bldg.4820) at the start and log out at the end of each day that work is to be performed. 

4.11.6.  Airfield drivers must be authorized by an appropriately stamped document to drive on the airfield.  This authorization is obtained from Base Operations after completing classroom and in-vehicle training, a check ride, and a color-vision test.  The authorization stamp will be placed on a document that must be carried by contractor personnel when driving on the airfield.

4.11.7.  All contractor personnel shall observe the most current requirements of DMAFB Flight Line Drivers Training Guide and shall follow all instructions of Base Operations personnel.  Radio transmissions shall be restricted to essential airfield related matters only.  Extraneous remarks, failure to exercise radio discipline, failure to monitor the radio, or failure to observe instructions will be treated as airfield driving infractions.

4.12.
Protection Of Real Property

The contractor shall take all necessary precautions to ensure against damage to Government real property.  All damage to such real property shall be repaired or replaced as approved by the CO at no additional cost to the Government.  All damage to real property shall be repaired within three (3) workdays by the contractor using materials of like type, quality, and finish by skilled mechanics of the trades involved.  Should the contractor fail to correct damages, the Government will correct the damages and all costs will be deducted from the contractor’s payment.  All dam​age shall be reported immediately to the Government.

4.13.
Environmental and Hazardous Materials Handling 

The contractor shall comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations re​garding environmental protection and hazardous materials handling.  In addition, the following requirements shall be mandatory:

4.13.1.  Transportation.  Debris or policed materials shall be transported in such a way as to pre​vent the materials or particles from becoming airborne, as in covered vehicles or enclosed dumpster boxes.

4.13.2.  Burning.  Burning of any material, except application of road tape, is prohibited.

4.13.3.  Drainage.  Streambeds, lakes, drainage ways, sanitary and storm sewers, etc., shall not be polluted by paints, thinners, stains or other harmful materials.  If any of these materials are inad​vertently spilled into these areas, the contractor shall immediately notify the 355th Civil Engineering Squadron Environmental Coordinator.

4.13.4.  Exposure.  The Contractor shall ensure that its operations do not expose Air Force per​sonnel to any hazardous conditions; i.e., noise, chemicals, equipment, etc., as covered by OSHA/ AFOSH Standards.

4.13.5.  Storage.  The Contractor shall submit to the CO for approval, plans for the storage of paints, thinners, stains, and all other hazardous materials required for work at Davis-Monthan AFB.

Materials 

The contractor shall provide all materials required, except those identified in section 3 as being provided by the Government, as part of the offer price.  Materials shall be standard products of manufacturers regularly engaged in the production of such materials, and shall be of sufficient quality to last a minimum of five years when applied in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.  Paint shall carry a manu​facturer’s warranty of at least ten years.  All materials shall match exist​ing materials in color, pattern, texture, and sheen.
