SUBJECT: Class Deviation from Federal Acquisition Regulation
(FAR) 32.803(b) for Civilian Reserve Air Fleet (CRAF)
Contracts

I authorize the Air Force fo deviate from the requirements
of FAR 32.903(b), to permit early payment of CRAF contractors. I
further authorize the Air Force to revise the Air Force Federal
Acquisition Regulations Supplement (AFFARS) to add the attached
subpart 5332.303, Policy.

FAR 32.803 and the clause at FAR 52.232-25, Prampt Payment,
implement provisions of Office of Management and Budget Circular
A-125, Prompt Payment. FAR 32.903(b) specifies that the
“Government shall not make invoice and contract financing
payments earlier than 7 days prior to the due dates specified in
the contract...” FAR clause 52.232-25 indicates that ordinarily
the due date for payment is the 30" day after receipt of a
proper invoice from the contractor.

I authorize payment to CRAF contractors earlier than 7 days
prior to the payment due date specified in FAR 52.232-25. This
authorization does not include approval to modify FAR clause
52.232-25, including the due date for payment in the clause.
