Colonel Lyle S. Eesley is Chief, Contracting Division, Directorate of Logistics, Randolph Air Force Base, Texas.  He is responsible for establishing and implementing contracting policies for 674 military and civilian professionals at 14 operational and specialized contracting squadrons which annually award 1.2 million actions valued at over $2 billion.  Interfaces and coordinates with Air Staff, DoD agencies, and other MAJCOMs.





Colonel Eesley received his commission through AF ROTC in May 1970.  In his early assignments, he served as a missile launch officer and instructor for missile operational readiness training.  Colonel Eesley was selected for an Education With Industry (EWI) Program where he spent 10 months with General Dynamics Corporation.   In July 1978, Colonel Eesley was contracting officer at Hill AFB UT where he managed two different sections providing contracting support for assigned items Air Force-wide totaling over 2,500 actions valued at $95 million.  He was then assigned to the Air Force Institute of Technology where he managed and directed the EWI Program supporting 40 different companies and 20 different Air Force career programs.  After attending Armed Forces Staff College, Colonel Eesley worked on the staff of the Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Acquisition.  In July 1989, Colonel Eesley was assigned as Commander, 5000th Contracting Squadron, Elmendorf AFB, Alaska, and also served as Director of Contracting for Alaskan Air Command.  Returning to CONUS in August 1992, he became Chief, Operational and Central Support Division at Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio, where he was responsible for a workforce of over 300, expending over $575 million and issuing over 175,000 contractual actions annually.  In July 1994 he served as the Chief, Contracting Division for Air Mobility Command at Scott AFB where he was responsible for Command contract policy and execution of over $600 million in airlift, and operations and maintenance contracts annually.





Colonel Eesley is married to Rebecca Brown of Rupert, Idaho.  The Eesley's have three children:  Danielle, Charles, and Donald.
