1. Project Scope:  To supply all necessary components and labor required to install a functional sound system in Chapel 1 at Scott Air Force Base, IL.  

2. Contractor Qualifications:  Contractor must be an authorized dealer for the following manufacturers whose equipment makes up the existing material & equipment listed below.

** This equipment listing may not be a complete list of existing components.  A site visit will be held prior to receipt of offers so that a complete inventory of existing equipment and materials may be seen by all prospective offerors.

3. The contractor may use any of the listed existing components, or may choose to provide a new or superior product in order to provide a system that meets or exceeds the following criteria:

a. Speaking voices must be audible, crisp and clear throughout the Chapel

b. When combined with the sounds from the Piano, singing voices must be audible, crisp and clear throughout the Chapel.

c. The system should provide ample sound throughout the Chapel with no feedback and very little or no echo.

d. The system must have the ability to play CDs and Cassette Tapes.

e. There must be a hearing impaired system that provides audible, clear and crisp sound to those hard of hearing.

f. There must be 3 wireless microphones, and 3 lapel microphones provided and attached to the system that transmit audible, clear and crisp sound throughout the Chapel.

g. The wireless microphones and traditional microphones must be capable of projecting sound throughout the Chapel at the same time.

h. There must be a method for controlling and equalizing the sound levels of all inputs attached to the system.  The simplest functional method of switching between inputs and controlling sound levels of inputs is the most desirable.

4. In addition to the items listed above, the contractor must provide the following capabilities to the Chapel Sound System.  All referenced areas can be seen on Drawing A21.

a. Provide sound and volume control for the following rooms.

i. Crying Room (nursery, below balcony)

ii. Sacristy

iii. Narthex

iv. Kitchen Area (large open area)

b. Sound in these areas must be audible, crisp and clear from any area inside the room.  The volume control must be capable of muting sound completely or increasing sound to a moderately acceptable level that allows sound to be clearly heard by an individual of average hearing.

5. Site conditions

a. There is pre-existing wiring provided for use in completing and meeting the criteria outlined above.  This existing wiring will be displayed to prospective offerors during a site visit to be held prior to receipt of offers.  Contractors may choose to use existing wiring or provide their own wiring in order to meet the criteria outlined above.  

b. There is no existing wiring to provide sound and volume controls to the areas listed in paragraph 4.  

c. All proposed modifications and additions to the Chapel Sound System must be provided in a way that is aesthetically pleasing to Chapel visitors.  Also, all equipment must be contained in and be capable of being hidden from view when desired, as in a cabinet or other acceptable method.  The system must be capable of being locked in order to avoid tampering during services.  Specifically, the equipment cabinet must have doors and locks to cover all components.

6. Additional Requirements

a. A remote power switch is required to allow control of system components.  The location for this switch will be next to the Sound System equipment cabinet that will be located in the Chapel balcony.  This exact location will be shown during the site visit.

b. Microphones:  the government requires new microphones in the following areas.

i. Pulpit (mounted on pulpit)

ii. Choir

iii. Alter

**
Positioning of microphones will allow for sounds emanating from these designated areas to be audible, crisp and clear.  Positioning of microphones will also not detract from the visual appeal of the area, nor should they hinder movement throughout the area.  

c. Contractor shall provide onsite instruction to Scott AFB personnel that will be responsible for operating the integrated sound system as well as documentation describing the operation of the system, and all operating manuals and warranty information for newly installed equipment.

d. Warranty:  Contractor shall warrant the integrity of the system for a standard commercially acceptable period of time, not less than 1 year from completion.  Contractor shall also warrant the new individual equipment items provided during this installation for a period equal to the manufacturers warranty period.  

7. Option Item:  The government requests contractors provide an option of installing a component to the system that will enable digital storage and playback of commonly used hymns and songs.  This should be priced as a separate item and titled, “Option #1”.  

8. Evaluation Criteria:  The government seeks a commercial quality sound system to be designed and installed by a professional A/V System provider.  Offers will be evaluated through an integrated assessment considering the proposed technical solution and price.  Technical capability will be rated subjectively by a technical evaluation team and will be more important than price.  The firm offering the best combination of technical capability and price will be awarded the contract.  

9. NOTE:  In order for offers to be properly evaluated, contractors must provide adequate documentation and explanation of their recommended installation plan or strategy, as well as pricing and specifications of equipment intended to be installed.
