1.  THE FOLLOWING IS PROVIDED AS ADDITIONAL GUIDANCE FOR THE ONGOING VACCINATION OF MISSION ESSENTIAL (ME) CONTRACTORS FOR ANTHRAX.  ME CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL ARE TO RECEIVE THE ANTHRAX VACCINATION IN ACCORDANCE WITH REFERENCES A - E ABOVE.

2.  ON 11 FEB 03 HQ USAF/XO DIRECTED COMMANDERS TO IDENTIFY THEIR ME SERVICES AND TO INFORM THE COGNIZANT CONTRACTING OFFICERS OF THE ME SERVICES (ALTHOUGH HIGHLIGHTED BY THE 11 FEB O3 MESSAGE, NOTE THAT THESE ARE ACTIONS THAT MUST BE ROUTINELY PERFORMED IAW REF E).  CONTRACTING OFFICERS THEN BEGAN MODIFYING CONTRACTS THAT DID NOT ALREADY COVER THE IDENTIFIED ME SERVICES.  THESE ACTIONS ARE PROVIDING THE GROUNDWORK THAT PERMITS THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE ANTHRAX VACCINE.

3.  IF NOT ALREADY ACCOMPLISHED, CONTRACTING OFFICERS SHOULD TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTIONS TO MODIFY CONTRACTS WITH AIR FORCE FEDERAL ACQUISITION REGULATION SUPPLEMENTAL (AFFARS) CLAUSE 5352.223-9002.  IN ADDITION TO THIS MESSAGE, SAF/AQC WILL PROVIDE ADDITIONAL GUIDANCE (I.E., CONTRACT MODIFICATION INFORMATION, VACCINATION PROCEDURES, ETC.) TO CONTRACTING OFFICERS.

4.  ONCE ME SERVICES ARE IDENTIFIED AND CONTRACTS MODIFIED TO COVER THE ME SERVICES, CONTRACTING OFFICERS WILL DIRECT CONTRACTORS TO IDENTIFY IN WRITING THE EMPLOYEES WHO WILL PROVIDE THE ME SERVICES.  THEY WILL PROVIDE THIS LIST OF NAMES TO COMMANDERS.  SUBJECT TO RESTRICTIONS IN REF C, THESE INDIVIDUALS SHOULD BEGIN THE SERIES OF ANTHRAX VACCINE DOSES AS SOON AS POSSIBLE IN ACCORDANCE WITH EXISTING POLICY.

5.  AS DIRECTED IN REF C, MANDATORY VACCINATIONS ARE ONLY AUTHORIZED AT THIS TIME FOR CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL WHO ARE PERFORMING WORK FOR GREATER THAN 15 CONSECUTIVE DAYS IN ONE OF THE DESIGNATED HIGHER THREAT AREAS. A CURRENT LIST OF DESIGNATED HIGHER THREAT AREAS CAN BE FOUND IN REF D.  THIS POLICY IS SUBJECT TO EXISTING THEATER COMMANDERS' GUIDANCE.  AS VACCINATIONS ARE EXPANDED BY OSD TO INCLUDE NEW GROUPS OF CONTRACTORS, THE AIR STAFF WILL ISSUE FURTHER GUIDANCE.
