In progress: Nearing completion.  Major effort was directed at joint contracting and customer training during AR Week III in May 98.  Guides on market research, outsourcing, privatization, and IMPAC pProcedures are already posted on tool kits.  AFLMA was given a priority task (Aug 98) to develop a standard customer and contracting specialist training program on acquisition and acquisition reform and deploy through base contracting offices.  An extensive CD-ROM based program was developed (Acquisition Reform Customer Education Guide) which is in the final review process prior to distribution.   (RCD Jan99).  Other training modules and tool kit efforts continue.  AFLMA is working an automated customer guide on AR, with emphasis on A-76 cost comparisons, IMPAC and Performance Based Services.  AFLMA is has developed developing a Commander’s Guide to Operational Contracting for all Wing and Group Commanders.  Content includes Outsourcing and Privatization, IMPAC, Socio-Economic programs, and QAE and contracting authority modules.  Training was provided on 4 and 5 Feb on the will soon be under development for new source selection procedures.  A train the trainers session was conducted and was attended by 120 personnel from across the Air Force.  A follow-on to the commercial services video tape used during Acquisition Reform Week is under construction.  MAJCOMs are assisting in the development of additional guides for use by all via the web. Additionally, preliminary planning for this year’s Acquisition and Logistics Reform Week activities has training in the form of workshops and interactive internet lessons being developed and available for the acquisition workforce and their customers.

DoD may have to provide a thorough analysis of any proposal to raise the micropurchase threshold, including the impact on small business participation in contracting and provide this to Congress before such a change can be considered.

The Services, in conjunction with the Defense Acquisition University (DAU) and its Schoolhouses, have reaccomplished all the Basic and Intermediate Contracting Courses from Oct 96 through Dec 97.  Air Force Contracting, for example, used subject matter experts from the Pentagon, the MAJCOMs, and the field to intensively review each of these formal training classes.  The goals of our subject matter experts, in addition to normal course review criteria, were to (1) ensure acquisition reform objectives were captured (base level, systems, and logistics), (2) to capture business advisor aspects of our mission, and (3) to ensure aspects of the Standard Procurement System were ingrained in the training.  DAU has a recurring schedule to continue to quality control, with the Services, all of our formal contracting training.

MAJCOMs collected PDs from test bases and provide to AQC for review as a part of an overall ongoing PD review. As a result, it was determined that new Standardized Core Personnel Documents (SCPDs) were needed in order to better delineate the duties and responsibilities of all Operational Contracting units worldwide. This was due to the massive headway already accomplished through Acquisition Reform initiatives, reorganization, and manpower reformation. AQC has worked diligently with Palace Compass at Randolph AFB and HQ USAFAD/DPFC to produce SCPDs that cover all of the 1102 functions at base level.  More than 10 current PDs for the IMPAC  coordinator were obtained from field units and sent to the Palace Compass office for their review and use in producing a new IMPAC coordinator SCPD.  Due to manpower constraints, a commercial contractor has been assigned this task. These efforts are proceeding with the specific SCPD for IMPAC coordinator to be finished in July 99 time-frame.

Dr. Gansler (the Defense Acquisition Executive) issued Transportation Acquisition Policy in Jan 98.  This policy is intended to achieve a balance between acquisition reform and readiness goals, enabling DoD to reap the benefits of a flexible, efficient, acquisition process, while simultaneously enhancing transportation readiness.  Several groups are currently exploring the transportation area.  This memorandum directed USTRANSCOM to recommend any changes to the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and Defense Supplement (DFARS) .  As a result of this policy several teams have been working to develop recommended changes.  The team has been supported by representatives of the three Services and DLA.  A proposed case to revise the FAR and DFARS is being drafted for submission in July.

Over 120 attended and they were charged with providing training to their respective work forces.  One command could not attend and they were provided the training by the SAF/AQCP Division Chief during a personal visit to a Command Commander’s Conference.  All training materials are available on the WWW and SAF/AQCP action officers are available to assist with questions.  Additionally SAF/AQ is considering a re-emphasis of source selections in an upcoming Lightning Bolt.

In Process.  We recognize the differences between the forces of reform at the base level vs systems level acquisition.  Where AF controls the policy development and implementation schedule, training, guidance, and policy implementation is a coordinated package, i.e., App AA/BB, Past Performance.    Standard procedure is now to release new Air Force FAR Supplement direction to designated FAR focal points (at all MAJCOMs) prior to the policy’s effective date.  This enables consideration of comments by those charged with implementation prior to mandatory compliance.  If implementation is directed prior to pre-effective date review then rule will be released on an interim basis and subsequent field comments may shape the final rule.

Action Plan:


Under the direction of SAF/AQ, every MAJCOM and base in the Air Force was asked to identify an Acquisition Reform Champion (ARC).  The ARC is expected to advocate, coordinate, and help implement acquisition reform initiatives and information.  SAF/AQ suggested to the commanders of the Operational MAJCOMs that the LGCs take this on and that the Contracting Squadron Commanders be considered for this position at the Wings.  





An Acquisition Reform Council consisting of senior members of AF, and OSD is also created to set the tone for efforts including guidance, feedback forum, institutionalized buy-in, approval of themes and deployment of AR initiatives.  Industry will also participate.
