Purpose
- Baseline and increase by 50% the purchase of new commercial items, commodities, and services over $25,000 which are acquired using provisions of FAR Part 12.

Approach

- Develop and implement a metric that will monitor field progress in increasing the dollar level of supplies and services purchased above $25,000 which are

acquired under the provisions of FAR Part 12; use data to drive increases in levels of commercial acquisition where appropriate


Misc Issues

· Answered SAF/AQC data call in May by providing AFMC-recommended automated metrics format based on J001 (DD Form 350) entries

· Two measures recommended:  Commercial Percentage of Total Dollar Obligations and Commercial Percentage of Total Contract Actions

· Performed database testing through Competition Advocatesat all 21 AFMC procuring activities

· Through feedback loops and corrective actions, reduced the composite commercial item error rate from over 30% to less than 12% between Apr-Jun 98

· Continuing to increase accuracy by monitoring performance at four sites with persistent coding problems 

· Final decision on Air Force-wide metric(s) to be made at the Air Force Competition and Commercial Advocate Conference on 29-30 Oct 98 in San Antonio
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
