Training Requirements for 61SX, 62EX, and 63AX Accessions and Cross-Trainees 

This memo clarifies the training requirements for the 61SX, 62EX, 63AX accessions and cross-trainees as specified in AFMAN 36-2105 and AFI 36-2201 Volume 2.  IAW AFMAN 36-2105, paragraph 3.3 of attachments 41, 42, and 43, Defense Acquisition University’s Fundamentals of Systems Acquisition Management, ACQ 101, is the initial skills course required to be taken on line by new accession and cross-trainee officers assigned to 61SX, 62EX, and 63AX AFSCs.  In addition, IAW AFI 36-2201 Volume 2, paragraph 1.3.3, all officers within these AFSCs must also complete the Acquisition Fundamentals Course (AFC), L3OQR63A1, in residence at Lackland AFB within six months of entering active duty.  Defense Acquisition University’s ACQ 101 meets DAWIA requirements for certification and provides general DoD acquisition knowledge.  The AFC addresses AF unique training requirements. 

Effective immediately, Defense Acquisition University’s ACQ 101 is the prerequisite to the Acquisition Fundamentals Course and must be completed by officers within the first three months after arriving at their permanent duty stations and before attending the AFC.  The ACQ 101 registration procedure for Air Force students is located at http://www.safaq.hq.af.mil/acq_workf/training.  The Air Force Personnel Center schedules accessions and cross-trainees to attend the Acquisition Fundamentals Course three to six months after the officer has arrived at their duty station.  

In extraordinary cases situations may arise that require an officer be rescheduled for AFC training.  Under such circumstances a written letter of request, signed by a GO/SES (or Center CC/CV or equivalent) must be sent to AFPC/DPPAO.  In all cases, the required training should be accomplished within one year of the assignment.
