Attachment 2

FY 04 BES/PB INSTRUCTIONS


This attachment provides instructions for completing the PB-15 data call tasking.  As with last year’s data call, we anticipate a requirement from the Office of the Secretary of Defense (Comptroller) to explain deltas that exceed the rate of inflation among FY 04 BES years and between the FY 03 BES/PB and FY 04 BES.  This tasker supports A&AS requirements identified in the updated AF A&AS policy letter signed by SAF/AQX on 23 July 2001 and distributed to all MAJCOMs, FOAs, and DRUs.  If the OSD or AF Comptrollers provide any significant additional instructions following release of this data call tasking letter, we will forward these to your MAJCOM focal points by email.


Organizational POCs with whom we have already worked the PB-15 data call during previous PB cycles will automatically receive the Excel data file by email.  If your organization did not provide a PB-15 input last year and you plan to submit data this year, we request that your focal point contact our office to identify him/herself and we will email the required Excel data file.  

The FY 04 PB-15 data call will be conducted using the basic definitions and exemptions from the updated AF A&AS policy contained in SAF/AQX memo dated July 23, 2001, entitled “Air Force Advisory and Assistance Services (A&AS) Policy Letter.”  We will continue to collect System Program Office (SPO) Engineering A&AS data and report it as required.  Again, as with the FY 03 PB, A&AS-type services in support of the Defense Environmental Restoration Account (DERA) are exempted and need not be reported.  


Please ensure that A&AS contract line items that appear on non-A&AS contracts are reported.  Federally Funded Research and Development Center (FFRDC) data must be included as well; the only exception is that FFRDC work supporting basic research is exempted, per A&AS Exemption # 6.  Unfunded requirements are not to be reported.  All data should be coordinated with the appropriate program element monitor before it is submitted.  

As with last year’s call, data will be collected and reported based on where the A&AS work is performed rather than where it is budgeted. 
A new spreadsheet row is required with each change of significant data – program title, appropriation, program element, budget program activity code, or EEIC.

Report all required A&AS information for the contract manpower equivalents (CMEs) working at a given MAJCOM organization (including operating locations and detachments), irrespective of the source of the funding or the location of the contracting organization.  The only exception is if AF A&AS work is performed at a non-AF location; in such cases, the AF organization requiring and funding the A&AS work will report it.  This reporting methodology aligns A&AS tracking and reporting with other manpower tracking and reporting procedures. 

We request that your organizational focal points pay special attention to units.  We request units in thousands of dollars, so $435,000 would be reported as $435.  In addition, the CMEs that correspond to the dollars reported on a given data row should be within a reasonable dollar range per manyear.  Typically, an average Non-FFRDC A&AS manyear costs $135K and an average FFRDC manyear would run approximately $240K; values that far exceed or fall below should be reviewed as suspect.


We anticipate that the OSD Comptroller’s A&AS budget guidance will again require explanations for differences between years (’02-’03, ‘03-’04, and ’04-’05) in this FY 04 PB-15 exhibit as well as explanations for differences between corresponding years in the FY 03 BES/PB and FY 04 BES/PB.  Each MAJCOM must provide a brief narrative that summarizes deltas which exceed the rate of inflation (1) between any two consecutive years in the FY 04 PB and (2) between last year’s FY 03 BES/PB and the FY 04 BES/PB (current estimate).  We are not looking for a great amount of detail in the explanation -- just a sentence or two that would explain, for example, that “the 8% MAJCOM funding decrease [(FY 04 PB, ’03-’04 and ’04-’05) and (FY 03-04 PBs, ’04 year)], in the 3400 appropriation, is due primarily to elimination of A&AS support to Program X and the planned transfer of workload for Program Y to another MAJCOM/organization.”

With the following exceptions, your reports should be submitted directly to this office:

a.  Non-AF funded A&AS that is not reported in this data call must be reported to the Service (e.g., Army, Navy), agency, or organization that funds the contract service so they may accurately report the A&AS expenditure as part of their own PB-15 submission.  

b.  The National Foreign Intelligence Program (NFIP), the General Defense Intelligence Program (GDIP), Tactical Intelligence and Related Activities (TIARA), and programs managed by the Director, National Security Agency/Central Security Service are not to be reported in our PB-15 exhibit.  Other classified A&AS should not be reported directly to us; SAF/AQL will compile and submit this to our office. 

c.  Organizations that report financial data through another organization should not send SAF/AQXD a duplicate input.  For example, if your organization is serviced by the 11th Wing and you report your data to them based on their sub-tasking, please do not send us the input -- just reply “input submitted through 11th Wing.”  In this way we will ensure we avoid duplicate reporting.

DATA ENTRY INSTRUCTIONS

GENERAL COMMENTS/INSTRUCTIONS:

1.  Fill out all applicable fields.  Pay particular attention to “Appropriation”, “Program Element Code”, and “Reporting Categories - Fiscal Year Totals” (dollar value); blank fields may render that row of the data unusable.  

2. All A&AS funding must be reported.  This includes all FY02 A&AS contract obligations, all funds budgeted for A&AS for FY03 - FY05, and all A&AS contract line items that appear on “non-A&AS” contracts.  Do not report unfunded A&AS requirements.
DATA SHEET INSTRUCTIONS:

[COLUMN A]  As of Date - Provide the date the data is entered.  The data field will automatically format the date.

[COLUMN B]  Program Title - Request you provide a title that explains the program receiving the support (e.g. B-2, C-17, Fighter Tradeoff Analyses, technical documentation upgrade) rather than simply “A&AS” or “engineering services.”

[COLUMN C]  Appropriation - Provide the appropriation used to purchase the A&AS support (e.g. 3010, 3400, 3600).  If a program uses multiple appropriations for A&AS funding, provide one row per appropriation.

A list of approved appropriations and 4-digit abbreviations follows.  If you intend to submit data in an appropriation that is not on the list below, call one of the AF A&AS focal points for pre-approval.

Note:  For the DPA, BRAC, and AFWCF appropriations with prefixes/suffixes that vary by year, report only the 4 digit abbreviations listed above.

[COLUMN D] Program Element Code (PEC) - Provide the 6-digit alphanumeric PEC which funds the A&AS support.  Note:  The PEC must be in standardized form, e.g. “72806F.” All AF PECs (in standardized AF format) end in an “F”.

[COLUMN E] Budget Project Activity Code or Operations & Maintenance Project Procurement (BPAC/O&M Project) - 

For procurement appropriations (e.g. 3010, 3020, and 3080), provide the appropriate Procurement BPAC (e.g., F-16 Weapon System Buy (10F16X), F-16 Modifications (11F16X), F-16 Initial Spares (16F16X)). 

For O&M appropriations (3400, 3740, and 3840), provide the appropriate project number. 

For the RDT&E appropriation (3600), provide the BPAC number as it appears on the budget documentation or program Descriptive Summary.

[COLUMN F] Air Force Element of Expense and Investment Code (EEIC) -  Provide the 5-digit EEIC code related to the A&AS purchase.  See Attachment 6, “Frequently Asked Questions” for a list of EEICs that have been attributed to A&AS.
[COLUMN G]  Comments – This block is reserved for additional background on specific services of interest.  Use the abbreviations provided below if the A&AS falls into one of the following categories:


a.  For initial training services acquired as an integral part of the procurement of weapon systems, automated data processing systems, equipment or components, enter "TRAINING".


b.  For automated data processing (ADP) services exempted from the Federal Information Resources Management Regulation and reported in Budget Exhibit 43a, enter "ADP."


c.  For A&AS funded by AF where contractors work at a non-AF location, enter “NON-AF SITE.”

[COLUMN H]  Organizational Account Code (OAC) / Organizational Budget Account Number (OBAN) [OAC/OBAN].  Provide the 4-digit OAC/OBAN code (e.g.,  “4719”). 

[COLUMN I]  Name of Primary Point of Contact (POC) - Provide the POC’s name; include the rank if applicable.  

[COLUMN J]  MAJCOM - Enter the MAJCOM, FOA, or DRU to which the reporting organization belongs.  

[COLUMN K]  ORGANIZATIONAL SYMBOL - Special Note:  Begin each entry with your organizational abbreviation from the standardized list provided in Atch 8.  For example, if your office symbol is 17 TS and in Air Force Space Command, enter “AFSPC 17TS.”  If you are in the RAX directorate within a suborganization of AFMC, such as Aeronautical Systems Center, enter “ASC/RAX.”  If you do not belong to one of the organizations on the list, use an identifier that will clearly identify you as part of an existing Air Force MAJCOM, DRU, or FOA.

[COLUMN L]  PHONE - Enter the POC’s telephone number.  DSN is preferred.
[COLUMN M]  A&AS Type - Provide the A&AS type in Block 10 using the following codes:  A&AS = “1”, FFRDC = “2” (use only one code).

[COLUMN N]  Contractor Name - Type the name(s) of the A&AS or FFRDC contractor.  If multiple A&AS or FFRDC contractors are funded, enter one row per contractor.  Do not mix A&AS and FFRDC contractors in the same row.
[COLUMNS O through AT]  Dollar and CME Reporting Categories - Enter the dollar and CME data using the A&AS Reporting Categories defined in Attachment 5 (i.e. “Management and Professional Support Services”, “Studies, Analyses, and Evaluations”, and “Engineering and Technical Services.”  Provide the dollar amounts and the contract man-years (CMEs) of effort for each applicable reporting category.  


- Dollars must be entered in the spreadsheet in thousands ($ in 000); e.g.,  $435,000 should be reported as $435 and rounded to one decimal point.   


- Round CME data to one decimal point; e.g. 3.1.
Each dollar/CME data column begins with the two digit year (e.g. “01”); followed by the A&AS reporting category abbreviation (“MP” = Management and Professional Support Services, “SA” = Studies, Analyses, and Evaluations, and “ET” = Engineering and Technical Services); and “$” or “CME”.

Note:  Contact your MAJCOM/Center Manpower office if you require assistance converting manhours or dollars to CMEs.  

Attachment 5

A&AS DEFINITIONS & EXEMPTIONS 

EXCERPTED FROM SAF/AQX A&AS POLICY LETTER, Dated 23 July 2001

A&AS DEFINITIONS:

1.  Advisory and Assistance Services (A&AS).  Services acquired by contract from non-governmental sources to support or improve organization policy development, decision making, management and administration, support program and/or project management and administration; provide management and support services for research and development (R&D) activities; provide engineering and technical support services; or improve the effectiveness of management processes or procedures.  Such services may take the form of information, advice, opinions, alternatives, analyses, evaluations, recommendations, training, and technical support.  [Formerly referred to as Contracted Advisory and Assistance Services (CAAS).] 

Examples (not to be interpreted as an exhaustive list) include:


a.  Obtaining specialized opinions and professional and technical advice or assistance not readily available within the DoD or another Government Agency.


b.  Obtaining outside points of view to enhance understanding or develop alternative positions and/or solutions to various issues or problem areas.


c.  Obtaining reviews, analyses, appraisals, or summaries of information on subjects of highly specialized areas of concern.


d.  Obtaining improved program and/or project management of DoD systems or programs through advice; assistance or training to include program monitoring; resource management, planning, and programming; and milestone schedule tracking.


e.  Supporting or improving the management and/or administration of DoD organizations.


f.  Providing advice for the efficient and/or effective operation of fielded weapons, weapon support and communications systems, equipment, or components.


g.  Assisting in the introduction and transfer of engineering and technical knowledge for fielded systems, equipment, and components; for example, contracted technical representatives providing information, instruction, or hands-on training associated with the operation of such systems.

2.  Contract Manpower Equivalents (CMEs).  A unit reflected in the Unit Manpower Document indicating the number of man-years of contractor effort.  The servicing Manpower Office is responsible for calculating CMEs.  

3.  Engineering and Technical Services.  Services used to support the system program office or manager during the acquisition cycle by providing such services as systems engineering and technical assistance (FAR 9.505-1(B)) to ensure the effective operation and maintenance of a weapon system or major system as defined in OMB Circular A-109 or to provide direct support of a weapon system that is essential to R&D, production, or maintenance of the system.  Includes information technology consulting services, such as information technology architecture design and capital programming, and investment control support services; and software services such as implementing a web-based, commercial off-the-shelf software product that is an integral part of a consulting services contract.   NOTE:  As stated in our SAF/AQX Letter dated 6 Jan 2000, we are augmenting the “minimum” definition of A&AS set forth in the 1992 DoDD 4205.2 by retaining/including “System Program Office (SPO) Engineering” in our Air Force definition of A&AS. 

4.  Functional Process Resource Owner.  The organization charged with providing resources for a mission.  [The AFMC Engineering Functional Home Office is required to provide System Program Offices with Engineering support; they would be the Functional Process Resource Owner.  In most operational commands, the requiring activity would be the office responsible for requesting A&AS support.]

5.  Management and Professional Support Services.  Services that provide assistance, advice, or training for the efficient and effective management and operation of organizations, activities (including management and professional support services for information technology and R&D activities) or systems.  These services are normally closely related to the basic responsibilities and mission of the agency contracting for the services.  Includes efforts that support or contribute to improved organization or program management, logistics management, project monitoring and reporting, data collection, budgeting, accounting, auditing, and administrative/ technical support for conferences and training programs.  Also includes services to review and assess existing managerial policies and organizations; develop alternative procedures, organizations, and policies; and to examine alternative applications and adaptations of existing or developing technologies.

6.  Requiring Activity.  The organization which desires to use the A&AS services to assist in accomplishing its mission.  (e.g. System Program Office desiring A&AS financial, engineering, or configuration support services). 

7.  Studies, Analyses and Evaluations.  Services that provide organized analytic assessments/evaluations in support of policy development, decision-making, management or administration.  Includes studies in support of information technology and R&D activities.  Also includes contractor support for models, methodologies, and related software supporting studies, analyses or evaluations.  Examples include, but are not limited to:  cost benefit or effectiveness analyses of concepts, plans, tactics, forces, systems, policies, personnel management methods and programs; studies specifying the application of information technology and other information resources to support mission and objectives; technology assessments and management and operations research studies in support of research, development, test, and evaluation (RDT&E) objectives; evaluation of foreign force and equipment capabilities, foreign threats, net assessments and geopolitical subjects; analyses of material, personnel, logistics and management systems; and environmental impact statements.

A&AS EXEMPTIONS:
The following services are exempt from the purview of this policy.  Note:  SPO Engineering is not exempt from A&AS requirements.

1.  Activities that are reviewed and/or acquired in accordance with the OMB Circular A-76.

2.  Architectural and engineering services for construction and construction management services procured in accordance with FAR Part 36.

3. Routine ADP and telecommunications services (such as standard maintenance or help desk services) unless they are an integral part of advisory and assistance services contracts; routine administrative services; printing services; and direct advertising (media services).

4.  Basic operation and management contracts for Government-owned, contractor-operated facilities (GOCOs) (e.g., Arnold Engineering Development Center (AEDC)).  Any contract action meeting the A&AS definition and procured under the GOCO basic contract, shall come under the purview of this Directive.

5.  Clinical and medical services for direct healthcare.

6.  Research on theoretical mathematics and basic medical, biological, physical, social, psychological, or other phenomena.

7.  Training services acquired as an integral part of the procurement of weapon systems, automated, data processing systems, equipment or components, and training obtained for individual professional development.

8.  Day-to-day operation of facilities and housekeeping services and functions.  

9.  Auctioneers, realty-brokers, appraisers, and surveyors. 

10.   Services supporting the policy development, management, and administration of the Foreign Military Sales (FMS) Program that are not paid for with funds appropriated by the U.S. Congress.

11.  Services procured with funds from the Defense Environmental Restoration Account (DERA). 

Attachment 6

Frequently Asked Questions on the A&AS Data Call

Q1.  How do I know if should report the contract service?  Can you provide additional background on what is included/excluded?
A1.  If the contracted service meets the definition of A&AS and is not exempted in attachment 5, it should be reported.  Unless otherwise stated in this guidance, there are NO blanket exemptions for the following types of support:

a.  Air Force Working Capital Fund (AFWCF) and its subprograms of Depot Maintenance Activity Group (DMAG), Information Systems Activity Group (ISAG), and Supply Management Activity Group (SMAG).  General Ledger Account Code (GLAC) 55567 is A&AS and must be reported.  Other types of AFWCF services should be reviewed, regardless of GLAC, and reported if the work meets the A&AS definition.

b.  Classified Programs.  The National Foreign Intelligence Program (NFIP), the General Defense Intelligence Program (GDIP), Tactical Intelligence and Related Activities (TIARA), and programs managed by the Director, National Security Agency/Central Security Service are not to be reported in our PB-15 exhibit.  

A&AS in support of any remaining classified programs, not covered by the above exclusion, must be reported in the PB-15 as follows:  If you have A&AS supporting a classified program and the program title and PEC are not classified, report the A&AS for your organization to SAF/AQX.  If the PEC, title, etc. is classified, report the A&AS data to SAF/AQL. 

c.  Developmental engineering funded through 3600 and production engineering funded through 3010, 3011, 3020, or 3080 is A&AS unless performed by the prime contractor in direct support of the development and production of the system.

d.  Contractor Engineering and Technical Services (CETS).  This is considered A&AS and should be reported as such.

e.  Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) and Defense Environmental Restoration Account (DERA)-funded A&AS.  Report all BRAC A&AS efforts.  Do not report any DERA A&AS efforts, regardless of funds source/type (appropriation).

f.  Contractor Logistics Support [Element of Expense Investment Code (EEIC) 578], Interim Contractor Support [EEIC 579], and Sustaining Engineering [EEIC 583]  fall under “Operation and Maintenance of Equipment” in OMB Circular A-11 Object Class 25.7 and as such are not A&AS.  These funds shall not be used to purchase A&AS and are therefore not reported in the PB-15. 

g.  Litigation Support.  This has no exemption; if the work meets the definition of A&AS, it should be reported.

h.  Routine Administrative/Secretarial Services.  For A&AS purposes, "clerical", "routine administrative", and "secretarial" services are synonymous.  Routine administrative services embedded in A&AS contracts are A&AS because the service provided is in direct support of the management, engineering, and studies support provided by the A&AS contract, as in support for a source selection.  Routine administrative services broken out in "stand-alone" contracts fall outside Object Class 25.1 and are not to be reported as A&AS.

i.  Non-Air Force Contract Vehicles.  If you are buying A&AS services through another Service or organization contract vehicle (e.g., Army, Navy, GSA, NIH), all A&AS requirements apply and the service must be reported.  

Q2.  We use EEIC screening to identify our A&AS instead of a contract file or organization-unique A&AS database search.  Is there a list of A&AS EEICs? 

A2.  If your organization uses EEICs as a basis for identifying service and/or A&AS contract obligations, you may use the following list to identify obligations eligible for PB-15 reporting.  Your organization is responsible for verifying that this identification method captures all A&AS accurately and completely.  A list of EEICs attributed to A&AS follows below.

Q3.  I receive DoD test funds and buy A&AS with those funds.  Do I report this?
A3.  No, these are not AF funds.  Only report appropriations that are on the approved list of appropriations (Attachment 5, Block 3).  If you have another AF appropriation that you feel should be reported, you must call SAF/AQXD and get advance authorization to report it.  Otherwise, you must report the obligation/expenditure of non-AF funds to the appropriate non-AF organization so they may report the data as part of their own PB-15 submission.

Q4.  I do not have the detailed financial data (appropriation, PE, EEIC, etc.) for my organization’s A&AS support given that the A&AS “user” and not the “budgeter” is now responsible for reporting.  How do I get this information?
A4.  In most cases the “communication distance” between the contracting organization and the work location of the A&AS support is not far.  In those cases, either the contracting, comptroller, or A&AS management organizations will have these details.  If this is not the case, you will need to find the organization that is knowledgeable about the contract’s funding source. 

Q5.  I don’t know what my out-year requirement is for A&AS support, especially since reporting responsibility has transferred to the organization where the A&AS work is performed.  How should I do the out-year budgets?
A5.  You must (preferably) contact the provider of the funds who is knowledgeable about the A&AS requirement, or assume a constant workload and inflate your FY02 “actuals” and/or FY 03 budget projections using the factors provided in Attachment 7 in order to make out-year projections.

Attachment 7

Inflation Indices
Inflate out-year estimates as follows:   

FY 02:  Actuals (or best possible estimate of actuals given that FY 02 has not yet ended).

FY 03:  Report FY 03 data as it was budgeted (which should already be adjusted for inflation).

FYs 04 / 05:  Use the following inflation percentage indices.  First column inflates FY03 to FY04; second column inflates FY04 to FY05.
