Evolved Expendable Launch Vehicle Team

The Evolved Expendable Launch Vehicle Team distinguished itself by outstanding achievement from 1 January 1998 to 31 December 1998. During this period, the program team culminated a decade long effort to modernize the U.S. space launch fleet with the award of $3 billion in Development and Launch Services agreements covering 28 launches, 12 payload types, and 15 first-time payload integration. In addition to establishing a model acquisition program that provides for continuing competition over the life of the program and comprehensive life cycle cost reductions, the Team instituted a fundamental shift in the way DoD develops and acquires space related products and services.  The results can measured in improved operational capability, reduced space launch and support costs, a reinvigorated internationally competitive U.S. commercial space launch industry, and $6.2 billion in validated life cycle cost savings. The distinctive accomplishments of the Evolved Expendable Launch Vehicle Team reflect credit upon itself and the United States Air Force.
