APDP Certification

APDP Certification is granted to members of the Acquisition Workforce based upon completion of required education, experience and training in acquisition, technology and logistics career fields. It is important to remember that certification is not granted only on the basis of courses completed. It is the combination of all the elements above that result in the awarding of certification levels.

AFATO does not grant certification at any level in any career field. The decision to award certification rests with the student's MAJCOM APDP Manager or Air Staff APDP Functional Manager depending on the level and functional area of the requested certification. All questions regarding specific certification situations must be addressed with the APDP point of contact at the MAJCOM or the Air Force functional manager for that career path.

B. 18 month Deadline for Certification

Students assigned to acquisition coded positions usually have 18 months to complete the requirements for certification to the level of their assigned position. AFATO will make every effort to provide access to training opportunities to meet the 18 month deadline. It is the responsibility of the student and supervisor, however, to request training in a timely manner and not procrastinate in applying for needed courses. AFATO will not bump other students to make room for a student who has waited until the last minute to apply for training needed for certification. 

C. Certification Updates in Student Records
AFATO has neither authorization nor access to update certification information in student personnel records.  Students must contact their MAJCOM headquarters or their MPF/CPF to update certification information.  Once the data is correctly loaded in the civilian or military official personnel databases (DCPDS/MILPDS), the data will flow to ACMS and ACQ Now to populate the student training profile.
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
