Systems Overview

There are a number of systems that the AFATO uses to provide training opportunities to the DAWIA and non-DAWIA workforce. Some of them are specifically for registration purposes and others are used to verify student prerequisites, position coding, past training history and pending assignments.  The majority of these systems are not owned or maintained by AFATO but, rather, provide us the tools and information necessary to provide the best customer service possible and help us to insure that all training requirements are met for all of our customers.

A. ACQ Now Registration System (ACQ Now)

This is the Internet based registration system that Air Force students MUST use to register for DAU classes. This system interfaces with the Army Training Requirements and Resources System (ATRRS) and the DAU Virtual Campus (ATLAS) for registration of students for both web based and resident/classroom training. This is also the system that Air Force students MUST use to request assistance from the ACQ Now helpdesk or to request cancellation of an assigned quota.

B. Acquisition Career Management System (ACMS)

This is an Air Force system, created and maintained by AFATO that holds a database of all acquisition personnel. Data in this system is pulled directly from the military and civilian personnel databases of record (MIL PDS and DC PDS) and is used to determine students’ previous training history, certification level(s), and position information. NOTE: Students who do not occupy an acquisition-coded position may not show up in this database.

C. Data On Demand

Originally an Air Force system, Data on Demand is now used service wide for its’ report functions and schedule data. This system provides access to training metrics, class rosters, schedule changes, vacancies, and the worldwide DAU training schedule for the year. Some reports are password protected and require ATRRS access to view.

D. Army Training Requirements and Resources System (ATRRS)

This is the Army training management system used by DAU to store registration records for all students applying for DAU classes. All services registration systems feed data to ATRRS and all previous registration data for DAU courses are maintained here. More information about ATRRS may be found at the following site:

E. DAU Virtual Campus (supported by the ATLAS system)

What used to be the Operational Support System (OSS) is now ATLAS. ATLAS is the 21st century system that houses the DAU virtual campus and delivers the entire web based training program for DAU. F. Military Personnel Data System (MIL PDS)

This is the system of record for all Air Force military personnel data. Information and history regarding previous assignments, current position coding, previously completed training, PME, promotions and education is stored here. The Military Personnel Flight at the student’s base of assignment must accomplish updates or corrections to this system data.

G. Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DC PDS)

This is the system of record for all civilian employee personnel data in the Department of Defense. The Civilian Personnel Flight to which the employee is currently assigned must accomplish updates or corrections to this system data.

H. ACQ Now Continuous Learning (ACQ Now CL)
