Types of Classes

DAU conducts courses using a variety of methods. It is important that the student understand the type of class that he/she is registering for, the length of time required for completion and any special circumstances associated with it.

A. Resident Course

The resident course is taught in the traditional classroom environment with an instructor present and is usually conducted at one of the DAU regional campuses or satellite training centers. If the student does not reside in the local area where the class is being conducted, arrangements for travel, billeting and transportation must be made for this type of course. DAU makes all arrangements for securing classroom space, computers and access (if needed) and class materials.

B. Onsite Courses

Onsite courses are those resident classroom courses taught by DAU which an organization identifies in the annual requirements call and are requested to be conducted "onsite" at a local base or facility. These usually require that a DAU instructor travel from the main campus to another location to teach the course. Onsite courses are primarily designed for groups of students co-located in a specific area or base. All onsites have a designated host or host organization who is responsible for securing classroom space and providing administrative assistance to the instructors assigned to teach the course.

C. Out of Cycle Onsite Courses

Out of Cycle course requests MUST be coordinated through AFATO FIRST!!!
These courses are the same format as onsite courses except that they are not identified by an organization at the time of the annual requirements call. Out of Cycle courses require that the requesting organization assume responsibility for all costs associated with conducting the course at their location. This includes but, is not limited to:

-Instructor travel, per diem and rental car costs

-Duplication and shipping of course materials

-Securing of classroom space and computer support

-Audiovisual support as needed

-Administrative support as needed

Out of Cycle enrollment is limited to the students identified on a roster provided by the organization when the class is requested. Students identified on the roster must have completed any required prerequisites for the course. Additional students will not be permitted to attend an out of cycle unless approved by the hosting organization. Out of Cycle requests must be submitted using the format in appendix ***

NOTE: Organizations who contact DAU directly regarding out of cycle courses and bypass AFATO will be expected to make arrangements for manual enrollment of the students by the DAU instructor. AFATO will not process applications or update student personnel records in this situation. Organizations will take full and complete responsibility for enrollment, conducting the course, records updates, all costs and any issues related to conducting said course.

D. Web Based Courses - Rolling Admission

Rolling admission web courses mean that the course has no specific start or end date. The student may begin the course as soon as enrollment is approved and he/she has been contacted by the DAU virtual campus (via email) to start the course (usually within 48 hours of approval). The student is given a set time limit (usually 60 days/90 days for CON 101) to complete the coursework from the date that the course enrollment starts. Rolling admission web courses have a large number of quotas assigned to each section so, waitlists are uncommon. The following web courses are rolling admission web courses at this time: ACQ 101, ACQ 201A, BCF 103, BCF 211A, CON 101, CON 104A, CON 237, IRM 101, LOG 101, PMT 352A, PQM 101, PQM 201A, SAM 101, SYS 201A, TST 101. (LOG 201A is expected to convert to rolling admission in June 04).

E. Web Based Courses - Quota Managed

Quota managed web courses are those with limited quotas in each section due to the instructor oversight/involvement required for the course. These courses have a student-student or student-instructor interaction portion which enables only a limited number of students to take the course at the same time. There are usually multiple sections available for each of these courses and set dates for each section. The following courses are quota managed web courses at this time: BCF 102 and PMT 250 

F. Quota Managed Correspondence Courses (LOG 201A)

The only quota managed correspondence course is the A portion of LOG 201. LOG 201A is taught in a correspondence format and requires back and forth correspondence between the instructor and student. Students are required to complete papers and reports and forward them to the instructor to satisfy the requirements of this course. The instructor oversight required by this format results in limited quotas and specific start and end dates for each section. Shipping of student materials is another reason for the quota managed format. (LOG 201A is expected to convert to rolling admission in June 04).
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
