SUBJ:  Class/Facility Information 

1.  On behalf of the Manpower and Professional Development Division, I welcome you to HQ Standard Systems Group and Maxwell AFB-Gunter Annex.  As the DAU Training Manager, I am the point of contact for all DAU course held here at Gunter.  

2.  All classes are held in Bldg 892 (490 East Moore Drive), in the training suite (Rooms 150A-I).  The individual rooms will be labeled with the course name.  The building is located in the southeast corner of the base and is easily accessible from either gate but is closer to the south (Dalraida Road) gate.  Ample parking is available, unless several classes are being conducted; in that case, overflow parking is less than a block away.  A large break area with drinks and snacks is located in the immediate area of the training suite.  Please note that food is not allowed in the classrooms and only drinks in no-spill containers are allowed. Telephones and computer jacks are also available in the break area.

3.  Usual class time is 0800-1600 with the last day ending at approximately 1200; however, the instructor may change the time as necessary.  Lunch is usually scheduled at the discretion of the instructor.  Dress is casual (no shorts)--jeans on Fridays only.  The temperature in the classrooms is usually cool; a sweater or light jacket is recommended since the thermostat cannot be readily adjusted.  There is a message board for students; class will be interrupted for emergencies only.

4.  On base, the Consolidated Club/Lodge is open early and closes late for meals/heavy snacks; the bowling alley also offers heavy snacks.  Various types of eating establishments are within very close proximity of the base from either gate.  A post office and a federal credit union are also located on base.
