CAMPUS SECURITY, PARKING and LOCATION INFO: Parking is available in the parking lot next to the Education Center. 
LOCATION INFO: To get to the Education Center from the Main Gate: 
- turn left onto O'Malley immediately after entering the base 
- turn left again at South Patrick drive 
- turn left onto School road (right before the gas station) 
- the Ed center is at end of the road. 
from the South Gate : 
- keep on going and the Ed Center is about 1 mile north, make a right onto School road right after the gas station. 
Patrick AFB is located on Highway A1A between Cocoa Beach and Satellite Beach. There are two entrances. The Main Gate is on A1A and is readily visible to passing motorists. The South Gate is off South Patrick Drive. 
There are two airports that serve this area. Melbourne airport is about 20 minutes away and is served by Delta Airlines with direct flights to Atlanta, Dallas, and Cincinnati. Orlando airport is about 1 hour away and is served by all major airlines. 
To get to Patrick from Melbourne airport : 
- make a left onto NASA Blvd as you leave the airport 
- NASA Blvd ends at US Highway 1, make a left at the intersection 
- After about 8 miles, make a right turn to get on Pineda causeway 
- You can enter Patrick via the South Gate by exiting at South Patrick drive and make a left turn or make a left turn where Pineda Causeway joins Highway A1A, the Main Gate is about 3 miles up A1A 
To get to Patrick from Orlando airport : 
- Take Beeline Expressway (Highway 528, a toll road) east as you leave the airport 
- Beeline Expressway ends at Highway A1A and continue South on A1A 
You'll need a car even if you stay on base as the Education Center is not within walking distance of the lodging facilities.
