Use of Air Force Concept of Operations Plan (CONOPS)

The Air Force Concept of Operations Plan (CONOPS) plays a vital role in the integration of SPS into our daily business practices.  This document contains the instructions and business procedures across the AF contracting community by identifying business rules, data fields, and processes that must be followed to ensure that a legally sufficient contract document is generated and that award (obligation of funds) status would be accurately reported to the Integrated Accounts Payable System (IAPS), Navy-Air Force Interface/Electronic Document Access (NAFI/EDA), and other logistics systems.  The CONOPS identifies standardized rules, data elements, and processes with a bold letter “M,” which indicates that the instructions are mandatory for use.  For example, verification of financial data is conducted by the use of the AF Integrity@SPS tool.  

Our mission is to write accurate contracts and provide data electronically for posting and subsequently payment.  Use of this document in creating awards on SPS is mandatory for all AF buyers effective immediately.  All Contracting offices will ensure that all SPS users strictly adhere to the mandatory instructions outlined in the CONOPS.
