SUBJECT: AFMC/PK Delegation of Acquisition Professional Development Program (APDP)
Certification Authorities

Effective immediately AFMC/PK Contracting APDP certifying officials may re-delegate
levels L, II, and/or III certification authority to the Senior Center Contracting Official at each
Major Center Direct Reporting Unit (DRU). In order to maximize certification uniformity
across the AF the following guidelines must be adhered to when Level I certification
authorities are delegated below the MAJCOM:

o Level Il certifying officials must be at least a Colonel or GS-15 equivalent

* Certifying officials should be certified in the same functional specialty and at the
same level they are certifying

e Validating experience requirements for certification must be based on individuals
having documented coded experience. If there is a lack of explicit coding or
questionable validity of experience, records must then be adjudicated.
Adjudication (i.e. the interpretation of what constitutes functional experience) of
mandatory certification standards must be approved at the MAJCOM level.

* Re-delegation of Level III certification authorities below the DRUs is not
authorized

This policy does not change fulfillment approval authorities for contracting courses.
Fulfillment approvals for Level III contracting courses must be maintained at the MAJCOM
level. Acquisition Professional Development Program managers should address questions
regarding this policy to SAF/AQXD, Maj Stephanie Teague, DSN 425-7131.
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
