OPERATIONAL CONTRACTING AFFARS/PROCEDURES BOOK/LOCAL INSTRUCTION





5301.101 Purpose


COMMENT.  AFFARS changes are not required.  The following language is acceptable for a local Operational Contracting procedures book or instruction.  


This Operational Contracting Procedures Book establishes uniform policy and procedures for Air Force Operational Contracting personnel.  It provides internal organization guidance such as, delegations of authority, and approval requirements.


5301.103 Authority


COMMENT.  AFFARS changes will be required to remove authority to issue supplements if we eliminate MAJCOM FAR Supplements.  Paragraph is not required in a procedures book or local instruction.


5301.104 Applicability


COMMENT.  AFFARS changes are not required.  Do not standardize in procedures book or local instruction as USAFE includes nonappropriated funds.  


5301.105 and 5301.105-2 Issuance


COMMENT.  AFFARS changes are not required.  Do not standardize in procedures book or local instruction as only AFSPC includes language in this area.  Recommend moving numbering requirements to 5301.303.


5301.2, 5301.201, and 5301.201-290 Maintenance


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required.  If we have a procedures book or local instruction recommend the following language.  


This procedures book/local instruction is maintained by ________.  Submit recommended additions, and revisions to _____.


5301.3. and 5301.303 Publication and Codification


Comment.  AFFARS changes will be required if we eliminate MAJCOM FAR Supplements.  Publication and codification are not required in procedures book or local instruction as we will not include such language.


5301.304 Agency Control


Comment.  AFFARS changes will be required if we eliminate MAJCOM FAR Supplements.  We will remove the reference to MAJCOM FAR Sups.  If we have a procedures book or local instruction, recommend the following language.  


(a)(1)  Clauses and provisions developed for one-time use, for a special purpose to address a specific, unique situation, or in order to implement a provision or clause in a higher level regulation or address a purely administrative matter do not require approval of higher headquarters, but must be reviewed by local legal counsel.  When a one-time provision or clause is used, a memorandum must be included in the contract file supporting its use.  Each contracting office must maintain a system to track one-time use provisions/clauses.


    (2)  Prior to including a multiple-use local provision/clause in a solicitation or contract, contracting officers must submit a request for approval to                     with the following documentation:  local provision or clause; justification for use; legal review. 





5301.402 Policy


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required.  If we have a procedures book or local instruction 0recommend the following language.


(3)  Submit all requests for deviations from FAR, DFARS, and AFFARS to Director of Contracting for submittal to SAF/AQCP. 


5301.403 Individual Deviations and 5301.404 Class Deviations


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required.  Do not include in procedures book or local instruction as standardization is not feasible.  Change number to 5301.402.


5301.405 Deviations Pertaining to Treaties


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required. Do not include in procedures book as standardization is not feasible.  This belongs in a local instruction.


5301.601-91 Establishment of heads of contracting activities and 5301.601-92 Delegation of general contracting authority


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required.  Do not include in procedures book as standardization is not feasible.  These designations and delegations are command unique and belong in a local instruction.


5301.601-94 Legal review


Comment.  All commands have 100K as threshold amount, so this language should be added to the AFFARS. Do not include in procedures book as standardization is not feasible as each command must be able to decide what needs legal review based on the capabilities of its people.  This non-standard language belongs in a local instruction.  


(d)  For Operational Contracting, legal review by the local staff judge advocate is required for all actions expected to exceed $100,000.


5301.601.120 ACC Air National Guard


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required.  Can not standardize, unique policy.  This language belongs in a local instruction.


5301.602-1 Contracting Officer’s Authority  


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required.  Can not standardize, unique policy. This language belongs in a local instruction.


5301.602.2(120) Contract Review Committee


Comment.  AFFARS changes are not required.  Can not standardize, unique policy. This language belongs in a local instruction.


5301.602.2-3 Ratification


Comment.  Consider revising the approval amount to be the same for all commands.  Recommend  revising AFFARS as follows:��(b)(3)(ii) For organizations listed in DFARS 202.1 and 5301.601-91 (b):


(A)  Ratifications of $25,000 or less, the authority to ratify an unauthorized commitment involving Other Contracting (see 5302.101) is delegated to the chief or commander of the operational or specialized contracting office or squadron. ��(B)  Ratification authority is delegated to HQ LGC for actions over $25,000.


(C)  In AFMC, Center Commanders have the authority to ratify unauthorized commitments involving Other Contracting.


Consider making the actual processing the same.
